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THE PARLIAMENTARY MEETING ON THE OCCASION OF
THE 27TH UNITED NATIONS CLIMATE CHANGE
CONFERENCE (COP27)

13 November 2022, Sharm El-Sheikh, Egypt

OQutcome document

We, the parliamentarians, have gathered on the occasion of the 27th session of the Conference of the
Parties to the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change (COP 27), held in

Sharm El-Sheikh, the Arab Republic of Egypt, to affirm our commitment to global efforts to address this
negative phenomenon which poses an existential threat to our planet. Its catastrophic repercussions
transcend the geographical and human-drawn borders of our world.

Our meeting was an ideal opportunity to discuss the various dimensions of the climate change
phenomenon, such as the effects of climate change on sustainable development. We also discussed how
to establish justice in addressing climate change and its impacts, and the yet unmet commitments of
developed countries to contribute US$ 100 billion annually to sustainably finance climate action while
giving priority to the least developed countries and the most vulnerable countries to the risks of this
phenomenon.

To ensure our world has a sustainable future, ways to promote ambitious global plans to accelerate the
transition towards clean energy and green economies must be discussed, and national experiences in
this regard must be reviewed. We also focused on the fact that addressing climate change entails giving
parliaments, that have legislative and oversight tools, priority when it comes to climate action, and on the
imperative need to scale up and coordinate global parliamentary efforts to keep pace with the scale of this
existential threat. Inaction will have negative repercussions on all human, environmental, and economic
levels. Hence, we, as parliamentarians, recommend several practical measures to confront this serious
phenomenon, as follows:

1. Emphasizing that knowledge and science are the common rights of humanity, make available with
full transparency all scientific avenues to confront climate change and its existentially threatening
effects.

2. Recognize the right to a sustainable environment as a human right as it represents a rational model

for preserving the planet from the effects of climate change.

3. Work within our parliaments to adopt laws and legislative models that support climate change
mitigation and adaptation, and the transition to a green economy; and work to fulfill our
commitments and obligations under the Paris Agreement.

4, Widen the use of tools such as green budgeting, and take evidence-based decisions that recognize
the relevance of public policies to climate change efforts.

5. Promote the capabilities of institutions in the field of climate-related risk analysis.



6. Work to enhance the support provided to countries and communities in need, address the climate
financing gap and transform international commitments in this regard into an actual reality,
especially the developed countries’ commitment to contribute US$ 100 billion annually to finance
climate action; also foster global and regional cooperation to ensure well-coordinated activities in
response to climate-related challenges.

7. Concretize our parliamentary commitment to act as role models to society by putting in clear and

public efforts through our lifestyle aimed at reducing our carbon footprint, including the use of green
transportation.

The parliamentary delegations participating in the Parliamentary meeting on the occasion of
COP27 wish to extend their sincere thanks and gratitude to the Egyptian House of
Representatives and the Arab Republic of Egypt for hosting this global parliamentary meeting,
which comes at a critical time when, we all realize, how important it is to mobilize global efforts at
all levels to confront the phenomenon of climate change and its negative repercussions.
