The 141 Assembly and related meetings of the Inter-Parliamentary Union (IPU) will be held at
the Sava Center in Belgrade, Republic of Serbia, from 13 to 17 October 2019.

1. REGISTRATION

IPU Secretariat
IPU Members and Observers are requested to register their delegates to the 141* IPU Assembly
via the online registration portal to be found on the official [PU website at www.ipu.org.

[PU Members and Observers are also requested to register their delegates with the host country,
on the official Serbian website for the 141* Assembly: www.serbial41IPU.rs.

A special code required for the registration process is assigned to each country. The code is
included in the invitation package.

2.LANGUAGES

English and French are the official languages of the IPU. The IPU Secretariat provides
simultaneous interpretation in its four working languages (Arabic, English, French and Spanish)
for the plenary sessions of the Assembly, the Governing Council, and the four Standing
Committees.

Five other interpretation channels have been reserved for Chinese, Japanese, Portuguese, Russian
and Serbian at sittings of the Assembly and the Governing Council, and for some sittings of the
Standing Committees.

4. VISA REQUIREMENTS

In order to obtain a Serbian visa, applicants need to contact the nearest diplomatic/consular
mission of the Republic of Serbia abroad.

Visa applicants are required to submit the following documents:

Filled-in visa application form, downloaded from the official website of the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs http://www.mfa.gov.rs/en/consular-affairs/entry-serbia/visa-
requirements;

Passport valid at least 90 days beyond the visa expiry date;

A photo, size 3.5 by 4.5 cm;

An invitation letter from the organizer of the event in Serbia;

Travel and health-care insurance valid throughout the entire stay in Serbia.

Participants in the 141% IPU Assembly shall be exempt from payment of consular fees and
related charges.

Visa applications should be submitted at least 20 days before the intended travel date. Visa
applications along with accompanying documents do not have to be submitted in person. They
can be sent by regular mail to the nearest diplomatic/consular mission of the Republic of Serbia.

Passport holders from the European Union countries who may enter Serbia with EU ID
documents, Australia, Canada, the United Kingdom, and the United States of America, are
exempted from visa requirements. The same applies to the nationals of states with which the
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Republic of Serbia maintains a visa regime but are holders of valid EU, Schengen Area, US and
UK visas or have regulated their status in the above countries. They are entitled to enter the
Republic of Serbia without a visa and stay there for a maximum of 90 days within a 6-month
period. In addition, visas are not required for passport holders of the states whose nationals, by
the Decisions of the Republic of Serbia, are entitled to stay in Serbia from 30 to 90 days.

1 EUR=117.95 RSD

Money can be exchanged at banks or currency exchange bureaus. Most major credit cards are
widely accepted. However, it is advisable to carry cash and to ask if credit cards are accepted.

Concept note

Regarded as the heart of democracy, parliaments are also a place of work. As such, they
should embody the highest standards expected of a workplace in the twenty-first century.

Yet two studies — one global carried out by the IPU and one European carried out jointly
by the IPU and the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe (PACE) — have
shown that sexism, harassment and violence against women parliamentarians are
extremely widespread, existing to different degrees in every region of the world.* Globally,
82 per cent of women members of parliament taking part in the study indicated that they
had been subjected to psychological violence during their term in office. Meanwhile,

65 per cent of the women said they had been subjected to sexist remarks, in most cases
made on parliamentary premises by male colleagues — from both opposing and their own
political parties. In addition, 25 per cent of the participants said they had been subjected
to physical violence, and 20 per cent that they had been sexually harassed.

This troubling reality has been confirmed by the Europe-wide study. According to this
study, 85 per cent of the women parliamentarians taking part said that they had suffered
psychological violence in the course of their term of office, and 25 per cent, sexual
harassment. In 75 per cent of those cases, the perpetrators of sexual harassment had
been male parliamentary colleagues, and in 34 per cent, the harassment had taken
place on parliamentary premises.

The European study also reported troubling findings about the sexual harassment
suffered by female parliamentary staff in Europe. Of those participating, 40 per cent said
they had been sexually harassed in the course of their work. The perpetrators had been
male members of parliament in 69 per cent of the cases.

Both studies also revealed the weakness of mechanisms in parliament to deal with acts
of sexism, harassment and violence against women and a lack of support for those
affected.

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The time has come to declare out loud "Not in my parliament" and to put words into action!

Seven years after the IPU’s adoption of the Plan of Action for Gender-Sensitive Parliaments, which
called on parliaments to take steps towards "fostering work culture free of discrimination and
harassment”, and in the light of the 2019 ILO Convention Concerning the Elimination of Violence
and Harassment in the World of Work,? which sets new international standards, including in
addressing gender-based violence and harassment against women at work, this parity debate will
review the policies and practices that have been implemented in parliaments to call attention to the
prohibited nature of sexism, sexual harassment and violence and to prevent or stop and sanction
these acts. The debate will also examine the challenges facing parliament in this task and explore
the most effective strategies at regional and national levels.

The debate will begin with a presentation of the main recommendations from the forthcoming
IPU Guidelines for the elimination of sexism, harassment and violence against women in
parliaments, which draw on initiatives developed in parliaments around the world. It will also
comprise a presentation on the work of the PACE, including its initiative #NotInMyParliament to
mobilize parliaments to take immediate action to stamp out sexism and violence, and its
resolution 2274 (2019), Promoting parliaments free of sexism and sexual harassment.

The discussion will then move on to highlight cases of parliaments that have strengthened their
codes of conduct and behavioural guidelines on sexism, sexual harassment and violence and
provided support mechanisms for those affected; preventive measures to inform and raise
awareness; and fair and confidential systems for reporting and investigating complaints.

Participants — including men and women members of delegations attending the 141°%' Assembly,
secretaries general and staff of parliaments, and representatives of regional parliamentary
assemblies — will be invited to discuss the following key questions:

e  What steps has your parliament taken to prevent and address sexism, sexual harassment and
violence in its own setting?

e What are the challenges faced given the political nature of parliaments?

e How can all those working in parliament be protected despite the diversity of contractual
statuses?

e How can regional parliamentary assemblies contribute to developing comprehensive national
and global strategies to tackle sexism, sexual harassment and violence in parliaments?

Format

Free debate. There will be no formal list of speakers; participants can express their wish to speak
by raising their hand. To ensure an interactive debate, prepared speeches are strongly
discouraged. In line with the principle of a parity debate, the composition of the panel will be
gender-balanced, as will be the order of speakers invited to intervene from the floor.

The overall aim of a parity debate is to promote dialogue between women and men at the IPU and
to encourage them to debate issues of common interest together. Since an equal number of men
and women will speak in the debate, the different but complementary views and experiences of
both genders will emerge clearly, thus ensuring that gender equality concerns are mainstreamed
into the discussion. Delegations are therefore invited to be represented in this debate by male and
female participants.

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Speakers’ Dialogue on governance

Concept note

The Speakers’ Dialogue at the 141 Assembly follows on from the first such Dialogue
in Doha in April this year. The Dialogue is a platform for high-level political exchange.
By focusing on practical ways to strengthen governance and the role of parliament, it
will provide an important contribution to the 2020 World Conference of Speakers of
Parliament.

In a fast-changing world, parliaments face growing challenges to their authority and
their capacity to act on behalf of the people. Parliaments are seeking ways to
modernize the institution in order to remain in close contact with society.

In parallel, citizens’ demands for good governance are increasing. People are
concerned by the way government functions — one global study found that in 2018,

58 per cent of the respondents felt that their governments were not acting in their
interest." People want their voice and concerns to be heard and demand that their
problems be at the top of their respective government’s agenda. These include issues
such as poverty, governance, peace, security, the economy, unemployment, human
rights and many others that are set out in the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable
Development which, as its title indicates, should be accomplished by 2030.

During the first block of discussions, Speakers will be faced with challenging
statements and will be asked to give answers to the following questions: What are the
challenges facing democracy today? What economic outlook are we expecting for
2020 and what awaits the next generation? The answers should consider
technological changes and their impact on global and national politics and the
economy. After a plenary introduction to the session, Speakers will divide into groups
to hold interactive discussions, share best practices and propose creative solutions to
the following key issues:

(@ Development and the economy

According to the United Nations, the Sustainable Development Goals are the blueprint
for achieving a better and more sustainable future for all. By addressing the global
challenges we face, including those related to poverty, inequality, climate and
environmental degradation, among others, the objective of the goals is to achieve
peace and justice for all. The SDGs are interconnected and in order to leave no one
behind, it is important that we reach them and their targets by 2030.

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How can parliaments transform the planet in just 10 years? What new ways of carrying out the
development agenda can be implemented by parliaments? How can budget allocation
commitments and financing for development help to advance in this regard? How can we use our
representation responsibility to engage our constituencies?

The 2008 financial crisis highlighted the inadequacies of the rules needed for a solid and
prosperous global economy. After a long period of stagnation, the world economy is finally
strengthening but inevitably facing more and new turbulences. Policymakers need to broaden their
economic scope to address the systemic issues that continue to hamper progress on the
Sustainable Development Agenda, to cope with an increasing trend towards automation, and to
face current trade wars and tariff impositions.

How to provide better jobs and salaries in a context of industrial revolution? How to include the new
generations in this process? How to use new technologies to improve our economies and our
performance as parliamentarians?

(b)  Security and human rights

Strong rule of law protects and promotes human rights and helps to mitigate violent crime by
enabling legitimate means and processes for the resolution of grievances. Achieving the
Sustainable Development Agenda requires respect for human rights, and respect for human rights
prevents conflicts and fosters a secure environment for all.

There is no tradeoff between security and human rights so how can we best reconcile the
promotion of and unrestricted respect for human rights in a context of uncertainty and threats to
people's safety? What are the new security challenges? How can we modify our laws to have
societies that are safe and respectful of human rights? How can we face the challenges posed by
organized crime and terrorism?

Each group will then share its conclusions and main action points in a concluding plenary session.
