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SMEDEREVO, VIMINACIUM
& GOLUBAC

08:00 h - Departure from Belgrade to Smederevo.

09:15 - 10:00 h - Smederevo fortress was built in the 15" century and was the seat of Serbian
despot. It is recognizable in its triangular form and 25 high towers. The fortress was the last
stronghold of the Serbian medieval state.

10:00 - 11:00 h - Drive to Kostolac and archeological park Viminacium.

11:00 - 12:30 h - Viminacium was one of the largest cities and Roman military camps on the
route of Roman emperors, from the 1 to the 6" century. Amphitheatre, thermae, traces of streets,
aqueducts and sewers were discovered in archaeological research within and around the city.
Within the site, a mammoth skeleton of about 5 million years old was discovered, which is a spe-
cial attraction and is kept in the Mammoth Park.

12:30 - 13:45 h - Drive to Golubac and Golubac fortress.

14:00-15:30 h- An imposing Golubac fortress was erected at the entrance to the Derdap Gorge,
at the place where the Danube enters the Carpathian Trench. It was a border military fortress
with an exceptional position and as such on the target of many conquerors. Since the exact time
of the building of the fortress is not known to this day, many legends and myths are connected
to its construction and history.

15:30 h - 17:30 h - Transfer to Belgrade.

OF FRUSKA GORA

10:00 h - Departure from Belgrade to Novo Hopovo monastery.

11:15-12:00 h - Beside the KruSedol monastery Novo Hopovo monastery has a great importance
for the culture of Serbs in Vojvodina. In the monastery were rewritten books, people came to learn
to read and write, and also had a monastic and graphical school. The relics of the Christian saint
Theodore Tiron are kept in the monastery. The foundation of Dorde Brankovi¢, builtin the Moravian
style, is repeatedly demolished and renovated, and today it is an active, female monastery.

12:00- 12:30 h - Drive to Krusedol monastery.

12:30 - 13:15 h - Krusedol monastery was built by the Brankovic family in the 16" century and once
was the seat of the Srem district. Today it is an active, female monastery. The monastery iconostasis
and the composition of the Terrible Court are emphasized, and the monastery is a kind of mausole-
um, in which many memorable Serbs are buried. It was built in the Moravian style with the influ-
ence of the ancient Greek style.

13:15-13:30 h - Drive to Velika Remeta monastery.

13:30 - 14:15 h - Velika Remeta monastery was built by King Dragutin in the 14™ century. The
main church is dedicated to St. Dimitrije, and beside the complex there are 2 more chapels.
The architecture of the main monastery church is close to the school of Raska. Like many others,
the monastery was demolished and rebuilt, and the original iconostasis was not preserved.

14:15 - 14:40 h - Drive to Grgeteg monastery.

14:40 - 15:15 h - Grgeteg monastery is believed to be the foundation of Vuk Brankovi¢, who
according to legend has built a monastery to accommodate his father. The monastery was built of
stone, marble and wrought iron. It suffered a great destruction in the Second World War. Today's
iconostasis was made by famous painter Uros Predic.

15:15 - 16:45 h - Transfer to Belgrade.

11:30 h - Arrival in Topola and visit of Karadorde’s city, which was built by Karadorde Petrovic at
the beginning of the 19 century. To the present days here are the preserved mansion with a
tower, the Church of the Holy Mother of God, a richly painted interior and a school, now days
library. In the mansion there is a collection of weapons from the First Serbian Uprising and
Karadorde’s personal items.

A short drive to the foundation of King Peter | Karadordevi¢ on Oplenac. The complex consists of
the St. George Church, the King Peter’s House, the Vineyard Keeper's House and the Royal
Winery. The house for the king was built to be able to oversee works on the construction of the
church, today it is an exhibition space. As the area around Topola and Oplenac has always been
famous for cultivating vines and producing quality wines, along with the house, King Peter | built
a wine cellar and began to grow grape vines. The church of St. George is a monument of culture
of exceptional importance, whose interior is painted with mosaics of great value and beauty, and
at the same time is a mausoleum in which the remains of Karadordevic are buried. Wine tasting
will be organized in the Royal Winery.
