TIMETABLE

The Timetable of the Assembly and related meetings is set out in Annex 1. The Inaugural Ceremony
will take place at 19:30 on Friday, 26 November.

The Governing Council will convene on 27 and 30 November and will consider and take decisions on
a host of matters relating to the functioning and activities of the IPU. The agenda of the 208th session
of the IPU Governing Council is attached.

The Assembly will start its General Debate on 27 November with the high-level segment reserved for
Speakers of Parliament. A concept note on the overall theme of the General Debate, which will focus
on parliamentary action to uphold and promote democracy, will be circulated shortly.

At its sittings on 29 and 30 November, the Assembly will adopt resolutions on the emergency item and
on the subject item taken up by the Standing Committee on Democracy and Human Rights. The
Assembly is expected to conclude with an outcome document on the theme of the General Debate
and complete its business by 18:00 on Tuesday, 30 November 2021.

EMERGENCY ITEM

According to Assembly Rule 11.1 and Article 14.2 of the Statutes, any Member of the IPU may request
the inclusion of an emergency item in the Assembly agenda. If the Assembly so decides, the
emergency item will be debated by the Assembly in the morning of Sunday, 28 November. Provision
has also been made for a drafting committee to meet in the afternoon that same day in order to
prepare a draft resolution. The Assembly will then adopt a resolution on Monday, 29 November 2021.

All requests for inclusion of an emergency item must relate to a recent major situation of international
concern, on which urgent action by the international community is required and on which it is
appropriate for the IPU to express its opinion and mobilize a parliamentary response. In order to
ensure translation and dissemination, all proposals for an emergency item should be submitted to the
IPU Secretariat by 17:00 on Friday, 26 November. They should contain a brief explanatory
memorandum and a draft resolution, which clearly define the scope of the subject covered by the
request.

GOVERNING COUNCIL

The Governing Council is composed of three members from each parliament represented in the IPU.
Each parliament's representation on the Governing Council must include both men and women.
Single-gender delegations will be limited to one member (Governing Council Rule 1.2).

In conformity with Governing Council Rule 13, members of the Council may request the inclusion of
supplementary items in the agenda. Such items must fall within the mandate of the Council which,
according to Article 20 of the Statutes, determines and guides the activities of the IPU and controls
their implementation.
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Any requests for the inclusion of supplementary items will immediately be transmitted by the
Secretariat to all Council members. After hearing the opinion of the Executive Committee, the Council
shall decide on such a request by a majority of votes cast if the request is received by the Secretariat
at least 15 days before the opening of the session; or otherwise by a two-thirds majority.

STANDING COMMITTEES
All four Standing Committees will meet during the 143rd IPU Assembly.

The Standing Committee on Democracy and Human Rights will discuss and adopt a resolution on the
subject item Legislation worldwide to combat online child sexual exploitation and abuse.

The other three Standing Committees will hold hearings and panel discussions as approved at the
142nd IPU Assembly. The agendas of the four Standing Committees are attached.

Member Parliaments are kindly reminded that Bureau members and other IPU office-holders should
be included in the national delegations to the Assembly. The list of current Bureau members is
available on the IPU website at www.ipu.org/about-ipu/structure-and-governance.

PARTICIPATION

In light of the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic and the requisite social distancing measures, and further
to consultations with the Executive Committee, it is strongly recommended that the size of delegations
to the Madrid Assembly be reduced. IPU Member Parliaments are invited to appoint a maximum of
five parliamentarians for countries with a population under 100 million inhabitants, or up to seven
parliamentarians for parliaments of countries with a population of 100 million inhabitants or more. The
number of advisers and accompanying persons should also be maintained within reasonable limits, in
general not more than four persons.

In keeping with the decision taken by the IPU governing bodies in March 2018, Members "...may
register one additional delegate if at least one young parliamentarian (below 45 years of age) is part of
the delegation on condition that the delegation is composed of both sexes and the Member is not in
arrears in the payment of its assessed contributions" (Article 10.3 of the Statutes).

All Member Parliaments are encouraged to strive for gender parity and political balance in the
composition of their delegations. Any delegation which, for three consecutive sessions of the
Assembly, is composed exclusively of parliamentarians of the same sex will automatically be reduced
by one person.

Geopolitical groups are kindly requested to schedule their meetings on Thursday, 25 November, or at
another time which does not conflict with the meeting of the Forum of Women Parliamentarians on
26 November.

IPU Members whose arrears equal or exceed the amount of the contributions due from them for the
preceding two full years will not be represented by more than two delegates at meetings of the IPU
(Article 5.2 of the Statutes), nor will they be entitled to vote.

Associate Members may participate in the Assembly and its Standing Committees with the same
rights as Members, with the exception of the right to vote and to present candidates for elective office.

International organizations and other bodies invited by the Governing Council to be represented at the
Assembly as permanent Observers are reminded that they are entitled to register a maximum of two

delegates.

The Plenary Hall, where the meetings of the Assembly and Governing Council will take place, has
limited seating capacity. If the actual attendance at the 143rd Assembly allows, the Secretariat will
endeavour to allocate an adequate number of seats for all delegations. At a minimum, each national
parliamentary delegation will be allocated a sufficient number of seats to allow a possible vote by the
Assembly or Governing Council.
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STEERING COMMITTEE

The Steering Committee of the Assembly is composed of the President of the Assembly, the President
of the Inter-Parliamentary Union and the Vice-President of the Executive Committee. The Presidents
of the Standing Committees may take part in the work of the Steering Committee in an advisory
capacity.

The Steering Committee, assisted by the IPU Secretary General, is mandated to take all appropriate
measures to ensure the effective organization and smooth running of the Assembly proceedings. The
first sitting of the Steering Committee will take place in the early morning of Saturday,

27 November 2021.

VACANCIES TO BE FILLED DURING THE 143rd ASSEMBLY

A provisional list of vacancies for IPU bodies will be circulated to Members and posted on the IPU
website prior to the opening of the Assembly.

Member Parliaments are invited to consider submitting candidatures for the main committees and
bodies of the IPU (www.ipu.org/about-us/structure/assembly) bearing in mind the gender balance
requirements of the bodies concerned, as provided for in the IPU Statutes and Rules. Candidates
should have expertise, as far as possible, in the areas of work of the given bodies, and should be
supported by their respective parliament in carrying out their functions as IPU office-holders. New
Members of the IPU and Members not currently holding IPU offices are particularly encouraged to
submit candidatures.

PREPARATION OF DRAFT RESOLUTIONS AND SELECTION OF AGENDA ITEMS

The deadlines pertaining to the preparation of the resolution for the Standing Committee on
Democracy and Human Rights are the following:

15 September 2021 Deadline for the rapporteurs to submit the draft resolution and
explanatory memorandum to the IPU Secretariat.

15 October 2021 IPU Secretariat distributes the draft resolution and explanatory
memorandum to IPU Members.

14 November 2021 Deadline for IPU Members to submit proposals for amendments to
the draft resolution.

27-30 November 2021 |143rd IPU Assembly
Finalization and adoption of the resolution.

All Members can contribute to the drafting of resolutions by submitting a brief written input (Standing
Committee Rule 13.1). Members are encouraged to submit input for the draft resolutions to be
adopted at the 144th IPU Assembly (March 2022) by the Standing Committee on Peace and
International Security on Rethinking and reframing the approach to peace processes with a view to
fostering lasting peace; and by the Standing Committee on Sustainable Development on Leveraging
Information and Communication Technology as an enabler for the education sector, including in times
of pandemic. Written input to these draft resolutions is welcome until 3 December 2021.

In accordance with the Standing Committees’ Rules, proposals for subject items should be submitted
up to one day prior to the meeting of the respective Standing Committee Bureau. As such, Members
wishing to do so should submit to the IPU Secretariat their proposals for the subject item to be taken
up by the Standing Committee on Democracy and Human Rights by 28 November 2021 at the latest.

These will serve as the basis for consultations by the respective Standing Committee Bureau before a
final decision is taken by the Standing Committee.

GENERAL DEBATE (Item 3 of the agenda)

The General Debate at the 143rd Assembly will focus on an overall theme relating to parliamentary
action to strengthen democracy worldwide. A concept note on this theme will follow in due course.

In keeping with the Assembly Rules, two representatives of each delegation may speak during the
General Debate, and they shall share the speaking time as they deem fit. An additional MP from each
delegation may address the General Debate, provided he/she is a young parliamentarian.

As per usual practice, in order to take the floor in the General Debate, members may register on the
spot at the dedicated desk at the Assembly venue. Members may also send the names of their
speaker(s) in advance to the IPU Secretariat by email, using the Speakers pre-registration form
(Annex 2). As per established practice, the order of speakers will be determined by a public drawing
of lots at 17:00 on Friday, 26 November 2021.

VICE-PRESIDENTS OF THE ASSEMBLY

According to Assembly Rule 7.3, all delegations from Member Parliaments are entitled to designate
one of their members as a Vice-President of the Assembly. Some of the Vice-Presidents may be
called upon to replace the President of the Assembly during a sitting or part of a sitting.

Upon arrival at the IPU Registration Desk, delegations are invited to indicate the name of the
parliamentarian nominated as a Vice-President of the Assembly. Alternatively, names may be
communicated to the IPU Secretariat by 12:00 noon on Saturday, 27 November 2021.

ALLOCATION OF VOTES

A provisional table showing the votes allocated to delegations to the 143rd Assembly is contained in
Annex 3.

Member Parliaments are kindly requested to check the figures against their country name and, if
necessary, inform the IPU Secretariat in writing of any modifications required, preferably ahead of the
Assembly. The final table showing the allocation of votes at the Assembly will be distributed at the
opening of the session.

LANGUAGES, SPEECHES AND DOCUMENTATION

The IPU Secretariat will provide simultaneous interpretation in the IPU Assembly’s working languages
(Arabic, English, French and Spanish) at the meetings of all statutory bodies.

Four other interpretation channels have been reserved for Chinese, Japanese, Portuguese and
Russian at sittings of the Assembly and the Governing Council, and for some sittings of the Standing
Committees. These booths are provided free of charge and may be used by the interpretation teams
for these languages.

The number of additional booths available in the Plenary Hall is limited. The related costs incurred
must be borne by the requesting party. All such requests will be handled on a first-come, first-served
basis.

Delegations are informed that three meeting rooms (Committee on the Human Rights of
Parliamentarians, ASGP and the main Informal meeting rooms) will not be equipped with booths, as
the sessions there will be serviced by off-site interpreters.

Delegates may deliver their speech in another language provided that they arrange for it to be
interpreted into one of the IPU’s official languages (English or French) by a person designated by
them, who will be given access to an interpretation booth. To allow for all necessary arrangements to
be made in good time, delegations should contact well in advance the Conference Services team
(conf.services@ipu.org) or the English booth interpreters assigned to the meeting at which the speech
will be delivered. Moreover, eight copies of a translation of the speech into one of the IPU's official
languages should be given to the English booth for distribution to the other interpreters.
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Official statements delivered in the General Debate are published on the Assembly webpage and form
part of the official records of the Assembly. All delegations are therefore encouraged to send their
statements to speeches@ipu.org. Due to technical limitations, only speeches in English, French and
Spanish will be posted.

Documentation pertaining to the Assembly will be available on the IPU website at:
www.ipu.org/event/143rd-assembly-and-related-meetings, as well as on the Assembly App.

In keeping with the decision by the IPU Governing Council to reduce the carbon footprint of the
Organization and continue to curb paper waste, only a very limited number of documentation sets will
be printed for the various sittings of the Assembly.

ASSEMBLY APP

The 143rd Assembly App will be available for download free of charge in November 2021. The App is
intended to allow the online consultation of official IPU documents as part of the IPU's paper smart
policy and to facilitate delegates’ participation in IPU Assemblies.

The global vaccination campaign to end the COVID-19 pandemic: lessons
from the WHO and WTO

Unequal access to the COVID-19 vaccine worldwide, with most people in
developing countries left far behind, provides a clear illustration of a multilateral
system in need of reform. Though many people called for the vaccine to be
declared a "global public good", that has not happened.

Initiatives created to facilitate the global distribution of vaccines and the sharing of
vaccine-making technologies have fallen far short of the mark. The strongly-held
intellectual property rights of vaccine-making pharmaceutical companies have
made it difficult for developing countries to produce the large quantities needed to
meet current demand for billions of doses, and to do so at low cost.

This session will feature a discussion with WHO and WTO representatives on their
agencies’ role in the global vaccination campaign.

The UN Secretary-General’s Report on Our Common Agenda

The Declaration adopted at the September 2020 High-Level Meeting on the
occasion of the UN 75th Anniversary (UN75 Summit) included twelve commitments
to tackle urgent global challenges within a stronger multilateral framework. Named
"Our Common Agenda”, these commitments aim to reset global efforts towards a
more sustainable, just and peaceful world with the United Nations leading the way.

Following consultations with parliaments and other stakeholders, in
September 2021 the UN Secretary-General issued a major report with
recommendations on how to implement Our Common Agenda. Among other
things, the Secretary-General notes: "l will also explore options to enhance
parliamentary input at the United Nations, working with our existing partners."

This session will feature a presentation of the UNSG’s Report on Our Common
Agenda, with a particular focus on the ways and means by which parliaments can
contribute to UN political outcomes and their implementation.

Participants will be invited to discuss the draft resolution entitled Legislation worldwide to
combat online child sexual exploitation and abuse that is on the agenda of the

143rd Assembly, (Standing Committee on Democracy and Human Rights). Participants
will discuss the draft resolution from a gender perspective and issue recommendations on
amendments to be submitted by the Forum of Women Parliamentarians to the Standing
Committee on Democracy and Human Rights. For this purpose, they will work in two
groups, each covering one topic as follows:

Group 1 will discuss:
How legislation and policies to combat online child sexual exploitation and
abuse can be survivor-centred and put girls’ rights front and centre.
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Group 2 will discuss:
How preventive measures on online child sexual exploitation and abuse, and the
education of children, can be age and gender-sensitive by taking into account the
different needs of girls and boys, including in sex education and ICT awareness at
school. The group will also discuss other strategies to empower children to understand
their rights, protect themselves and report online sexual exploitation.

After a short presentation on the draft resolution, the Forum will split into the discussion groups. On
the recommendation of its Bureau, the Forum will designate a chair and a rapporteur for each
group. The rapporteurs will submit the groups’ recommendations to the Forum of Women
Parliamentarians at the following sitting.

6. Panel discussion on Strategies for gender-responsive law making

Parliaments are key to ensuring that national laws guarantee gender equality in practice.
Gender-responsive law-making starts with ensuring that the rights of women and girls are fulfilled
at all times. It is also about taking into account the views, needs and perspectives of women and
girls in their diversity while making laws and ensuring that they deliver the desired outcomes. For
that, parliamentarians must both adopt rights-affirming laws that protect and benefit all women and
girls and be able to analyze the differentiated impact of legislation on them.

In 2021, the IPU and UN Women will be launching a handbook for parliamentarians on
gender-responsive law making. Participants at the Forum of Women Parliamentarians will be
presented with the main takeaways of the handbook and have an open discussion on their national
experiences and lessons learned.

Parliamentarians attending the Forum will be invited to share experiences on strategies for law-
making in a gender-responsive manner, including good practices in:

> Building alliances and political will: how to work across sectors for advancing gender-
responsive legal reform

> Scaling up capacity: building internal expertise in parliament for gender-responsive legal
analysis

> Having mechanisms to defend and promote gender equality in parliament: the role of
cross-party groups and gender committees in fostering gender reform of legislation

> Ensuring enforcement of legislation: how to advance parliamentary oversight and allocate
budgets to translate laws into reality

Panellists will be invited to introduce each of the strategic areas one-by-one. The moderator will
then give the floor to participants wishing to contribute examples of good practices under each of
these areas.

7. Reports of the discussion group rapporteurs

The discussion group rapporteurs will present their reports. The Forum will then ask them to
consult with the President of the Bureau of Women Parliamentarians and prepare amendments to
be presented during the debate of the Standing Committee on Democracy and Human Rights.

8. Elections to the Bureau of Women Parliamentarians

The Forum of Women Parliamentarians will be called upon to fill the vacant seats on the Bureau of

Women Parliamentarians and to approve the candidate for Second Vice-President selected by the
Bureau.

Legislation worldwide to combat online child
sexual exploitation and abuse
Explanatory memorandum submitted by the co-Rapporteurs

Ms. A. Gerkens (Netherlands), Ms. J. Oduol (Kenya)

Every child, without distinction of any kind, has the right to enjoy a safe childhood without
sexual violence.

The rise of the internet has imposed new challenges to young people. Although the
internet enhances free access to information and is therefore a tool to enhance
democracy, it needs to be understood that many criminals are active online. They are
targeting children of all ages, who can become a victim of online child abuse. In addition,
children have sometimes little knowledge of the dangers online, and can fall a victim to
crimes like sextortion after they voluntarily have sent sexual images.

The phenomenon of online child sexual exploitation and abuse is seen all over the world.
INHOPE has seen a total of one million reports in their system, the US-based National
Center for Missing and Exploited Children (NCMEC) reported in 2020 almost 22 million
reports being made to their CyberTipline, Facebook reported 20 million reports in the
same year. These astounding figures show that there is a need for cooperation between
States, law enforcement and technology companies.

During the Covid-19 pandemic, more people have been working digitally. This enhances
the risks for children online.

Article 19 of the Convention on the Rights of the Child states that States Parties shall
take all appropriate legislative, administrative, social and educational measures to protect
the child from all forms of physical or mental violence, injury or abuse, neglect or
negligent treatment, maltreatment or exploitation, including sexual abuse, while in the
care of parent(s), legal guardian(s) or any other person who has the care of the child.
Article 34 of the same Convention stipulates that States Parties undertake to protect the
child from all forms of sexual exploitation and sexual abuse, while article 16 states that no
child shall be subjected to arbitrary or unlawful interference with his or her privacy, family,
home or correspondence, nor to unlawful attacks on his or her honour and reputation.

The UN published new guidelines in 2019 regarding the implementation of the Optional
Protocol to the Convention on the Rights of the Child on the sale of children, child
prostitution and child pornography.

There is a universal need to harmonize proper legislation that addresses online sexual
child exploitation and abuse, and a need to educate parents, guardians and children
about the online risks.
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To have a proper system in place that can meet the demands of the Convention on the Rights of
the Child, the WeProtect Global Alliance has drafted the National Response Model, which can be
used as a base to build national policies on.

Within the context of the global need for harmonized legislation on online child sexual exploitation
and abuse, the IPU resolution will be the major global parliamentary contribution to this process. It
will recommend that parliaments take specific actions in terms of legislation, budget allocation,
accountability and advocacy to achieve this goal.

During the 142nd IPU Assembly (held online in April-May 2021), the IPU Standing Committee on
Democracy and Human Rights held a debate on the theme of the resolution. The draft resolution
echoes the observations and follow-up inputs of Member Parliaments and partner organizations.
The contributions highlighted the centrality of combatting online child sexual exploitation and
abuse, and the need for strong political commitment to achieve this goal.

The draft resolution reaffirms commitments within the SDGs (in particular Goal 16) and other
critical commitments (such as the Treaty of Lanzarote) to prevent online child sexual exploitation
and keep children safe from violence.

The draft resolution calls on parliaments to take all necessary action to reform national legal
frameworks, so that legislation worldwide to combat online sexual child exploitation can be
developed and national law, policies and programmes can align with international children rights
standards. The text emphasizes the importance of the availability, accessibility and affordability of
essential services and legislation. It invites parliaments and the IPU to raise public awareness on
the subject and to support States in their efforts to combat online child exploitation.

In addition, the draft resolution calls for enhancing cooperation between countries, technology
companies and law enforcement, emphasizing that all technical measures that are available and
within the privacy laws, should be used to prevent the spreading of this material and hamper
perpetrators to offend. Finally, the text includes recommendations on the role of the IPU in this
process. It advises how the IPU can help parliaments to develop legislation and cooperation.

Finally, the draft resolution encourages parliaments, the IPU and other relevant partners to
collaborate in order to make sure that they translate the resolution into specific national actions,
monitor progress, and build the capacity of parliaments and parliamentarians to develop and
monitor national policies that combat online child sexual exploitation and abuse.

The rapporteurs propose that the title of the resolution be reformulated to read “Legislation
worldwide to combat online child sexual exploitation and abuse” in order to align with the most
widely-used terminology in the international environment.

The 143rd Assembly of the Inter-Parliamentary Union,
(1) Condemning all forms of online child sexual exploitation and abuse,

(2) Recalling the universally accepted UN Convention on the Rights of the Child
and its Optional Protocol on the Sale of Children, Child Prostitution and

Child Pornography and the Council of Europe’s widely recognized Convention on the
Protection of Children against Sexual Exploitation and Sexual Abuse (the “Lanzarote
Convention”),

3) Recalling in particular Article 19 of the Convention on the Rights of the Child
on the protection of children from all forms of violence, injury, abuse and neglect,

(4) Noting that online child sexual exploitation and abuse is a growing and
international concern that needs cross-border collaboration and acknowledging the fight
against it has to be a high-priority global initiative,

(5) Acknowledging the necessity of combatting online child sexual exploitation
and abuse on all levels in order to protect children from such exploitation in the first place,

(6) Bearing in mind the lack of a sufficient legal framework, budget, technical
expertise and manpower in many States to effectively combat online child sexual
exploitation and abuse,

@) Recognizing the importance of creating awareness on the topic of online
child sexual exploitation and abuse in the eyes of the public, legislatures, law
enforcement agencies and all other relevant policymakers,

(8) Acknowledging the importance of (sexual) education as a basis for
prevention in any cultural milieu, as well as education on the role that increased digital
capabilities play in facilitating perpetrators of online child sexual exploitation and abuse,

(9) Noting the precarious situation of the child in cases of online child sexual
exploitation and abuse and the importance of a victim-centred approach when
combatting online child sexual exploitation and abuse, as well as child-centred
rehabilitation processes,

(10) Mindful that, although girls seem to be the main victims of online child sexual
exploitation and abuse, many boys are affected as well,
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(12) Conscious that child exploitation is also a commercial act and may thus be driven by
economic motivations,

(12) Noting that the fight against online child sexual exploitation and abuse is complicated
by the fast-moving new technologies such as cryptocurrencies and Blockchain, with their
untraceable nature in the commercial sale of child exploitation materials, as well as anonymous
features of social network platforms, which made it harder to target abusers,

(13) Stressing the importance of cross-sector, multi-disciplinary and international
collaboration in the strategy to combat online child sexual exploitation and abuse,

(14) Underlining the corporate social responsibility that private sector information and
communications technology companies must take for combatting online child sexual exploitation
and abuse, as well as the role they must play in preventing and monitoring online child sexual
exploitation and abuse,

1. Urges parliaments to adopt specific, comprehensive and harmonized legal frameworks
to introduce national online child sexual exploitation and abuse laws, considering
the WeProtect Global Alliance’s Model National Response as the guiding model for
legislation;

2. Also urges parliaments to ensure that cross-border cooperation is established to
prevent known perpetrators from committing abuse in other countries;

3. Calls upon members of parliament to emphasize the need for rapid and effective
international cooperation and law enforcement responses, such as removing hurdles
preventing law enforcement agencies from sharing vital information, and to address
the growing illegal usage of cryptocurrencies to trade in child sexual exploitation
material;

4, Emphasizes the importance of a strategic private sector commitment to cooperation
with law enforcement agencies on online child sexual exploitation and abuse issues;

5. Urges parliaments to develop thorough infrastructure to support victims of online child
sexual exploitation and abuse, ensuring a healthy and supportive reporting
environment in their State, whilst also ensuring sufficient financial and human
resources for, inter alia, educational programmes, hotlines and victim helplines;

6. Calls upon the IPU to draft a model law for States, formalizing clear legislation
combatting online child sexual exploitation and abuse, where children’s rights, voices,
needs and security should take centre stage;

7. Recognizes the active role of men as strategic partners and allies in changing norms
and practices that motivate all forms of gender-based violence, including online child
sexual exploitation and abuse;

8. Emphasizes that children should never be blamed for abuse and that victim
blaming should be prevented by all possible means;

9. Underlines the importance of the role of poverty in online child sexual exploitation and
abuse and emphasizes the importance of the economic empowerment of women;

10. Calls upon parliaments to legislate for social media networks to increase their efforts
to detect and delete online child sexual exploitation and abuse content immediately;

11. Emphasizes the need of sustained education focusing on digital culture change
amongst youth to relevant policy makers, law enforcement agencies, and the public;

12.  Calls upon parliaments to facilitate automated detection methods, bearing in
mind Article 16 of the Convention on the Rights of the Child on the right to privacy;

13. Invites the IPU to schedule periodic meetings and workshops with the UN Special
Rapporteur on the sale and sexual exploitation of children, emphasizing global
initiatives for preventing and tackling the problem.
