| am pleased to share with you the Convocation and related documents for the 144t |PU Assembly, to be held in
Nusa Dua, Indonesia, on 20-24 March 2022.

Please note that, in the context of the ongoing Covid-19 pandemic, a number of specific measures will need to
implemented, including limitations on the size of delegations, social distancing and a "bubble” system on the island,
mandatory vaccination and daily testing. A detailed Health Information Note will be issued by the Host Parliament
very soon.

As you will note from the Convocation, the overall theme of the General Debate will focus on the issue of Getting to
zero: Mobilizing parliaments to act on climate change. A concept note will be circulated shortly.

The first and second IPU Standing Committees will be adopting resolutions on Rethinking and reframing the
approach to peace processes with a view to fostering lasting peace, and respectively Leveraging information and
communication technology as an enabler for the education sector, including in times of pandemic. We are pleased to
share the draft resolutions as prepared by the co-rapporteurs, together with their accompanying memoranda. Please
note that the deadline for IPU Members to submit proposals for amendments to the draft resolutions is 4 March.

We would also like to draw your attention to the agenda of the IPU Governing Council, which - in the context of the
new IPU Strategy for 2022-2026 with its particular focus on accountability at all levels — includes a new item whereby
all Members will be invited to briefly report on their work to follow up on the decisions taken on the occasion of the
previous Assembly in Madrid (November 2021) — see outcomes at https://www.ipu.org/event/143rd-assembly-and-
related-meetings#event-sub-page-25153/.

Please note that we will be organizing a first online briefing session for Secretaries of delegations and Groups on
Monday 14 February, 2:30-3:30 pm CET.

TIMETABLE

The Timetable of the Assembly and related meetings is set out in Annex 1. The Inaugural Ceremony
will take place at 19:30 on Sunday, 20 March.

The Governing Council will convene on 21 and 24 March and will consider and take decisions on a
host of matters relating to the functioning and activities of the IPU. The agenda of the 209th session of
the IPU Governing Council is attached.

The Assembly will start its General Debate on 21 March with the high-level segment reserved for
Speakers of Parliament. At its sittings on 23 and 24 March, the Assembly will adopt resolutions on the
emergency item and on the subject items taken up by the Standing Committees. The Assembly is
expected to conclude with an outcome document on the theme of the General Debate and complete
its business by 18:00 on Thursday, 24 March 2022.

EMERGENCY ITEM

According to Assembly Rule 11.1 and Article 14.2 of the Statutes, any Member of the IPU may request
the inclusion of an emergency item in the Assembly agenda. If the Assembly so decides, the
emergency item will be debated by the Assembly in the morning of Tuesday, 22 March. Provision has
also been made for a drafting committee to meet in the afternoon that same day in order to prepare a
draft resolution. The Assembly will then adopt a resolution on Wednesday, 23 March 2022.

All requests for inclusion of an emergency item must relate to a recent major situation of international
concern, on which urgent action by the international community is required and on which it is
appropriate for the IPU to express its opinion and mobilize a parliamentary response. In order to
ensure translation and dissemination, all proposals for an emergency item should be submitted to the
IPU Secretariat by 17:00 on Sunday, 20 March. They should contain a brief explanatory memorandum
and a draft resolution, which clearly define the scope of the subject covered by the request.

GOVERNING COUNCIL

The Governing Council is composed of three members from each parliament represented in the IPU.
Each parliament's representation on the Governing Council must include both men and women.
Single-gender delegations will be limited to one member (Governing Council Rule 1.2).
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In conformity with Governing Council Rule 13, members of the Council may request the inclusion of
supplementary items in the agenda. Such items must fall within the mandate of the Council which,
according to Article 20 of the Statutes, determines and guides the activities of the IPU and controls
their implementation.

Any requests for the inclusion of supplementary items will immediately be transmitted by the
Secretariat to all Council members. After hearing the opinion of the Executive Committee, the Council
shall decide on such a request by a majority of votes cast if the request is received by the Secretariat
at least 15 days before the opening of the session; or otherwise by a two-thirds majority.

STANDING COMMITTEES
All four Standing Committees will meet during the 144th IPU Assembly.

The Standing Committee on Peace and International Security will discuss and adopt a resolution on
the subject item Rethinking and reframing the approach to peace processes with a view to fostering
lasting peace.

The Standing Committee on Sustainable Development will discuss and adopt a resolution on the
subject item Leveraging Information and Communication Technology as an enabler for the education
sector, including in times of pandemic.

The other two Standing Committees will hold hearings and panel discussions as approved at the
143rd IPU Assembly. The agendas of the four Standing Committees are attached.

Member Parliaments are kindly reminded that Bureau members and other IPU office-holders
should be included in the national delegations to the Assembly. The list of current Bureau
members is available on the IPU website at www.ipu.org/about-ipu/structure-and-governance.

PARTICIPATION

In light of the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic and the requisite social distancing measures and as per
practice initiated for the Madrid Assembly, the size of delegations to the Nusa Dua Assembly will need
to be reduced. IPU Member Parliaments are invited to appoint a maximum of five parliamentarians for
countries with a population under 100 million inhabitants, or up to seven parliamentarians for
parliaments of countries with a population of 100 million inhabitants or more. The number of advisers
and accompanying persons should also be maintained within reasonable limits, in general not more
than four persons. Please note that, as per the national health requirements, only fully
vaccinated persons will be able to enter Indonesia.

In keeping with the decision taken by the IPU governing bodies in March 2018, Members "...may
register one additional delegate if at least one young parliamentarian (below 45 years of age) is part
of the delegation on condition that the delegation is composed of both sexes and the Member is not in
arrears in the payment of its assessed contributions” (Article 10.3 of the Statutes). Needless to say,
Member Parliaments are welcome to include to more than one young parliamentarian in their
delegation.

All Member Parliaments are also encouraged to strive for gender parity and political balance in the
composition of their delegations. Any delegation which, for three consecutive sessions of the
Assembly, is composed exclusively of parliamentarians of the same sex will automatically be reduced
by one person.

Geopolitical groups are kindly requested to schedule their meetings on Saturday, 19 March, or at
another time which does not conflict with the meeting of the Forum of Women Parliamentarians on
20 March.

IPU Members whose arrears equal or exceed the amount of the contributions due from them for the
preceding two full years will not be represented by more than two delegates at meetings of the IPU
(Article 5.2 of the Statutes), nor will they be entitled to vote.

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Associate Members may participate in the Assembly and its Standing Committees with the same
rights as Members, with the exception of the right to vote and to present candidates for elective office.

International organizations and other bodies invited by the Governing Council to be represented at the
Assembly as permanent Observers are reminded that they are entitled to reqgister a maximum of two

delegates.

The Plenary Hall, where the meetings of the Assembly and Governing Council will take place, has
limited seating capacity. If the actual attendance at the 144th Assembly allows, the Secretariat will
endeavour to allocate an adequate number of seats for all delegations. At a minimum, each national
parliamentary delegation will be allocated a sufficient number of seats to allow a possible vote by the
Assembly or Governing Council.

STEERING COMMITTEE

The Steering Committee of the Assembly is composed of the President of the Assembly, the President
of the Inter-Parliamentary Union and the Vice-President of the Executive Committee. The Presidents
of the Standing Committees may take part in the work of the Steering Committee in an advisory
capacity.

The Steering Committee, assisted by the IPU Secretary General, is mandated to take all appropriate
measures to ensure the effective organization and smooth running of the Assembly proceedings. The
first sitting of the Steering Committee will take place on Monday, 21 March 2022 at 08:00.

VACANCIES TO BE FILLED DURING THE 144th ASSEMBLY

A provisional list of vacancies for IPU bodies will be circulated to Members and posted on the IPU
website prior to the opening of the Assembly.

Member Parliaments are invited to consider submitting candidatures for the main committees and
bodies of the IPU (www.ipu.org/about-us/structure/assembly) bearing in mind the gender balance
requirements of the bodies concerned, as provided for in the IPU Statutes and Rules. Candidates
should have expertise, as far as possible, in the areas of work of the given bodies, and should be
supported by their respective parliament in carrying out their functions as IPU office-holders. New
Members of the IPU and Members not currently holding IPU offices are particularly encouraged
to submit candidatures.

PREPARATION OF DRAFT RESOLUTIONS AND SELECTION OF AGENDA ITEMS

The deadlines pertaining to the preparation of resolutions for the Standing Committee on Peace and
International Security, and the Standing Committee on Sustainable Development are as follows:

7 January 2022 Deadline for the co-Rapporteurs to submit the draft resolutions and
explanatory memorandum to the IPU Secretariat.

4 March 2022 Deadline for IPU Members to submit proposals for amendments to
the draft resolution.

21 — 24 March 2022 144th IPU Assembly
Finalization and adoption of the resolution.

All Members can contribute to the drafting of resolutions by submitting a brief written input (Standing
Committee Rule 13.1). Members are encouraged to submit input for the draft resolution to be adopted
at the 145th IPU Assembly (October 2022) by the Standing Committee on Democracy and Human
Rights on Parliamentary impetus to local and regional development of countries with high levels of
international migration and to stopping all forms, including state-sponsored, of human trafficking and
human rights abuses. Written input to this draft resolution is welcome until 24 April 2022.

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In accordance with the Standing Committees’ Rules, proposals for subject items should be submitted
up to one day prior to the meeting of the respective Standing Committee Bureau. As such, Members

wishing to do so should submit to the IPU Secretariat their proposals for the subject item to be taken

up by the Standing Committee on Peace and International Security, and the Standing Committee on

Sustainable Development by 22 March 2022 at the latest.

These will serve as the basis for consultations by the respective Standing Committee Bureaus before
a final decision is taken by the Standing Committees.

GENERAL DEBATE (Item 3 of the agenda)

The General Debate at the 144th Assembly will focus on an overall theme relating to Getting to zero:
Mobilizing parliaments to act on climate change. A concept note on this theme will follow in due
course.

In keeping with the Assembly Rules, two representatives of each delegation may speak during the
General Debate, and they shall share the speaking time as they deem fit. An additional MP from each
delegation may address the General Debate, provided he/she is a young parliamentarian.

As per usual practice, in order to take the floor in the General Debate, members may register on the
spot at the dedicated desk at the Assembly venue. Members may also send the nhames of their
speaker(s) in advance to the IPU Secretariat by email, using the Speakers pre-registration form
(Annex 2). As per established practice, the order of speakers will be determined by a public drawing
of lots at 17:00 on Sunday, 20 March 2022.

VICE-PRESIDENTS OF THE ASSEMBLY

According to Assembly Rule 7.3, all delegations from Member Parliaments are entitled to designate
one of their members as a Vice-President of the Assembly. Some of the Vice-Presidents may be
called upon to replace the President of the Assembly during a sitting or part of a sitting.

Upon arrival at the IPU Registration Desk, delegations are invited to indicate the name of the
parliamentarian nominated as a Vice-President of the Assembly. Alternatively, names may be
communicated to the IPU Secretariat by 12:00 noon on Monday, 21 March 2022.

ALLOCATION OF VOTES

A provisional table showing the votes allocated to delegations to the 144th Assembly is contained in
Annex 3.

Member Parliaments are kindly requested to check the figures against their country name and, if
necessary, inform the IPU Secretariat in writing of any modifications required, preferably ahead of the
Assembly. The final table showing the allocation of votes at the Assembly will be distributed at the
opening of the session.

LANGUAGES, SPEECHES AND DOCUMENTATION

The IPU Secretariat will provide simultaneous interpretation in the IPU Assembly’s working languages
(Arabic, English, French and Spanish) at the meetings of all statutory bodies.

Delegations are informed that the main meeting room for the Standing Committees and two Forums
(Women and Young MPs) will not be equipped with booths, as the sessions there will be serviced by
off-site interpreters. Therefore, if a national parliament wishes to recruit remote simultaneous
interpreters (RSI) for this room, they should make sure that the interpreters are Interprefy-trained. All
costs relating to the training will be borne by the national parliaments requesting an Interprefy channel.
For more details, please contact Ms. S.-A. Sader, IPU Conference Services Officer (sas@ipu.org).
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In the Plenary Hall and main informal meetings’ room, four interpretation booths have been reserved
for Chinese, Japanese, Portuguese and Russian. These booths are provided free of charge and may
be used by the interpretation teams for these languages.

The number of additional booths available in the Plenary Hall is limited. The related costs incurred
must be borne by the requesting party. All such requests will be handled on a first-come, first-served
basis.

Delegates may deliver their speech in another language provided that they arrange for it to be
interpreted into one of the IPU’s official languages (English or French) by a person designated by
them, who will be given access to an interpretation booth. To allow for all necessary arrangements to
be made in good time, delegations should contact well in advance the Conference Services team
(conf.services@ipu.org) or the English booth interpreters assigned to the meeting at which the speech
will be delivered. Moreover, eight copies of a translation of the speech into one of the IPU's official
languages should be given to the English booth for distribution to the other interpreters.

Official statements delivered in the General Debate are published on the Assembly webpage and form
part of the official records of the Assembly. All delegations are therefore encouraged to send their
statements to speeches@ipu.org. Due to technical limitations, only speeches in English, French and
Spanish will be posted.

Documentation pertaining to the Assembly will be available on the IPU website at:
www.ipu.org/event/144th-assembly-and-related-meetings, as well as on the Assembly App.

In keeping with the decision by the IPU Governing Council to reduce the carbon footprint of the
Organization and continue to curb paper waste, only a very limited humber of documentation sets will
be printed for the various sittings of the Assembly.

ASSEMBLY APP

The 144th Assembly App will be available for download free of charge in March 2022. The App is
intended to allow the online consultation of official IPU documents as part of the IPU's paper smart
policy and to facilitate delegates’ participation in IPU Assemblies.

The UN field presence in support of national development: the case of
Indonesia

The United Nations system is present in most developing countries with a team of
agency representatives headed by a Resident Coordinator (RC). The UN Country
Team (UNCT) manages a portfolio of development projects that is agreed with the
government and funded through a combination of budgetary and extra-budgetary
resources. The Resident Coordinator represents the UN Secretary General in each
country and is responsible, among other things, for relations with the government
as well as, whenever possible, with the parliament.

Over the years, the IPU has advocated for a closer relationship between the UNCT
and the host country’s parliament as a way of building stronger accountability and
buy-in for the UN’s development work. Developing an organic relationship between
the UNCT and the parliament is not always easy due to lack or resources, fears of
political interference and other such factors.

This session will feature a discussion on the role of the RC and the UNCT vis-a-vis
both the government and the parliament. The case of Indonesia will serve as
illustration of the key institutional processes involved and of the kind of work that
the UN carries out in the field.

The UN High-Level Political Forum on sustainable development (HLPF):
preparation for the 2022 review session

The HLPF that meets in July each year in New York is the UN’s main accountability
mechanism to take stock of progress toward the implementation of the seventeen
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) that expire in 2030. Each annual session
of the HLPF revolves around a main theme and highlights progress on a cluster of
four or five SDGs. In addition, a number of countries present national progress
reports, called Voluntary National Reviews (VNR), as a way of sharing their
experiences with SDG policies and approaches.
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The IPU organizes a Parliamentary Forum at each HLPF and works to engage parliaments
in the national reviews submitted to the HLPF session through a survey exercise as well as
other awareness raising activities.

This session will feature a discussion of the HLPF’s main theme in the 2022 centred on
Building back better from the coronavirus disease. This will be followed by a brief
presentation of the results of the 2021 IPU survey of parliamentary engagement in the VNRs
and a presentation of this year’s survey, which will involve 45 parliaments.

On the recommendation of its Bureau, the Forum will designate a chairperson and a
rapporteur for each group. The rapporteurs will submit the groups’ recommendations to the
Forum of Women Parliamentarians at its afternoon sitting.

The Forum will resume its work at 14:30.

Parliamentary experiences in promoting maternal, newborn and children’s health in
times of COVID-19 and in recovering from the pandemic

Significant progress has been achieved in maternal, newborn and child health in recent
decades, but inequalities remain, with 94 per cent of maternal deaths occurring in low- and
lower middle-income countries, and only half of small and sick newborns having access to
high-quality care. Most maternal, newborn and child deaths are preventable.

This does not only require investments and supportive legislation, but also structural causes
and remaining barriers to be addressed. Too many women and children are prevented from
benefitting from the health care they need because of cultural and gender norms, in
particular in relation to sexual and reproductive health and rights, inability to pay, lack of
information, or unavailability of quality services and trained personnel.

The COVID-19 pandemic further exacerbated inequalities, while attention and resources
were diverted away from essential maternal and child health services, including in high
income countries. At the same time, innovative approaches, such as the use of telemedicine
and technology, have emerged. In this context, how are parliaments investigating the impact
of the COVID-19 pandemic on maternal and child health, and what redressive action are
they taking? What new practices have emerged that can facilitate access to health for
women and children and how can they be perpetuated? How can COVID-19 recovery plans
help address poverty and inequalities and benefit maternal, newborn and child health?

Reports of the discussion group rapporteurs

The discussion group rapporteurs will present their reports. The Forum will then ask them to
consult with the President of the Bureau of Women Parliamentarians and prepare
amendments to be presented during the debates of the Standing Committee on Peace and
International Security and the Standing Committee on Sustainable Development.

Rethinking and reframing the approach to peace
processes with a view to fostering lasting peace

Explanatory memorandum submitted by the co-Rapporteurs
Ms. D. Gomashie (Ghana) and Ms. C. Widegren (Sweden)

1. There are 56 ongoing conflicts worldwide — the highest number in the
post-Second World War period. Even if the vast majority of these conflicts
take place within States, they often have international impacts. In addition,
nearly half of all conflicts between 1989 and 2018 have shown signs of
recurrence, with almost one fifth of the conflicts recurring three or more times.!
Also, the dividing line between war and peace is increasingly obsolete with
often more violence occurring in States “at peace” than those “at war”.

2. The COVID-19 pandemic has further exacerbated existing conflicts and
governmental challenges with speakers at a recent United Nations Security
Council session arguing that the “COVID-19 pandemic has reversed
peacebuilding gains and enabled intolerance and extremism to take hold”.?
Sadly, evidence seems to indicate a worsening of this trend in the future. The
risks of conflict are expected to escalate because of, for example, climate
change and the major transitions required to address it. Armed conflicts often
result from a combination of a society’s grievances and capacity for organized
violence. Once conflicts start the cost to societies are enormous.

3. While the need for a sustainable approach to peace is arguably greater than
ever, current approaches to building peace seem unfit to meet tomorrow's
challenges. Indeed, these approaches remain outdated and ineffective. The
ways in which contemporary peace processes are conceived and structured
fail to engage all relevant actors of society, especially women, and to produce
local ownership of the peacebuilding process. In general, they aim to end
violence as soon as possible but do not provide for long-term prospects of
sustainable peace. Moreover, people affected by conflicts more often than not
struggle to gain genuine ownership of and leadership over peace processes
so that the latter reflect the expectations, needs and desires of local people
and communities. This absence of legitimacy and contextualization of peace
processes explains in part the recurrence of conflicts.

4. In many ways, parliaments are the front lines of peace processes. They are
uniquely placed by virtue of their status as a bridge between two separate
worlds: on the one hand, the local and grassroots communities, and, on the
other hand, national and international authorities and policies. By way of their
unigue convening power, parliaments are also a crucial venue and vehicle for
building sustainable peace as one of their core functions is precisely to foster
the peaceful resolution of conflicts.

Hence, parliamentarians can play an essential role in peace processes and can also be
instrumental in preventing conflicts. Through their representative function they ensure that the
feedback of their constituents is considered by their respective governments. Through their
oversight function they ensure accountability in their societies.

A growing body of research and case studies of current and past peace processes reveal how
women’s participation — whether in official negotiations or at the grassroots level — contributes to
reaching lasting peace agreements. Better implementation of United Nations Security Council
resolution 1325 through empowering women in crisis and conflict is vital. Women make up 50 per
cent of the world’s population and must therefore be part of the solution. Continued failure to
include women in peace processes means ignoring their demonstrated contributions and
overlooking a potential strategy to respond more effectively to security threats around the world.

In preparing the draft resolution, the co-Rapporteurs met with the following organizations, think
tanks and experts: the European Union Agency for Fundamental Rights (FRA); Interpeace; the Kofi
Annan International Peacekeeping Training Centre; the Norwegian Centre for Conflict Resolution
(NOREF); the Norwegian Nobel Committee; the Organization for Security and Co-operation in
Europe (OSCE) Secretariat; the Principles for Peace; the Stockholm International Peace Research
Institute (SIPRI); the United Nations Development Programme (UNDP) Oslo Governance Centre;
the UNDP Global Policy Network (GPN); and the UNDP Inclusive Processes and Institutions (IP1)
in Bangkok.

Colleagues from different regions of the world provided the co-Rapporteurs with inputs for the draft
resolution during the hearing held at the 143rd Assembly. Also included in the draft resolution were
some of the inputs received from the IPU Forum of Young Parliamentarians.

With all that said above, the co-Rapporteurs constructed the draft resolution around building blocks
and listed what parliaments and their members can do concretely to fully play their essential role in
peace processes. Starting with setting the global context and situating the role of parliaments in
that current global context, the resolution acknowledges the role of parliament in peace processes
and provides actionable recommendations for parliaments and parliamentarians on dialogue, the
core functions of representation, legislation and oversight, and engagement on prevention.

The draft resolution underscores that parliaments and parliamentarians are powerful agents of
change. They are crucial to ensuring sustainable peace and development not only as a conflict
prevention mechanism but also in post-conflict situations. Being legislative bodies and overseers of
governmental action, they are uniquely placed to ensure the fulfilment of peace commitments,
including through passing of laws that would alleviate the impacts of conflict and ensure a brighter
future by focusing, for example, on the interaction between psychological and social factors to
enhance wellbeing. Parliaments can guarantee inclusiveness in decision-making for better
legitimacy and work with civil society to oversee peace-related political processes.

The draft resolution follows the human security approach which is a proven analytical and planning
framework that supports more comprehensive and preventive responses cutting across sectors to
develop contextually relevant solutions, and supports partnerships to help realize a world free from
fear, violence, want and indignity.

The draft resolution is not meant to be an end in itself but rather the start of a process. It presents
several concrete actions that parliaments can already undertake to address the multidimensional
causes and consequences of conflicts. As such, it calls for focussed parliamentary actions
integrated in networks of stakeholders to ensure lasting responses to the most challenging deficits
in peace and development.

The draft resolution also tasks the IPU to develop an inventory of tools for parliaments and
parliamentarians to engage in dialogue, legislation, oversight, and prevention in the pursuit of
peace so that parliaments can continue devising new processes and engage better in peace
processes. In so doing parliaments will thrive to reverse the current situation and have more
successful peace processes than conflicts.

This parliamentary initiative is also meant to contribute to other processes that share the same aim
of addressing the shortcomings and of guiding decision-making and practices in current peace
processes.

Rethinking and reframing the approach to peace
processes with a view to fostering lasting peace

Draft resolution submitted by the co-Rapporteurs
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The 144th Assembly of the Inter-Parliamentary Union,

(1) Recalling the tenets and principles enshrined in the Charter of the United
Nations to save succeeding generations from the scourge of war,

(2) Recalling also the Universal Declaration of Human Rights as well as the
International Covenants on Human Rights and other human rights agreements,

3) Recalling further the international community’s commitment to preventing
conflict and achieving sustainable peace contained in the United Nations 2030 Agenda
for Sustainable Development and to Sustainable Development Goal 16 on providing
access to justice and promoting peaceful and inclusive societies in particular,

4) Mindful of Security Council resolutions 1325 of 31 October 2000 on women,
peace and security; 1612 of 26 July 2005 on children and armed conflict; and 2250 of

9 December 2015 on youth, peace and security, that address the inordinate impact of
violent conflict and war on women, girls, and children, and highlight the crucial role that
women, youth and children should and already do play in conflict prevention and peace
building,

(5) Recalling the IPU resolutions Promoting international reconciliation, helping
to bring stability to regions of conflict, and assisting with post-conflict reconstruction
(adopted at the 110th IPU Assembly, April 2004), Sustaining peace as a vehicle for
achieving sustainable development (adopted at the 138th IPU Assembly, March 2018),
and Parliamentary strategies to strengthen peace and security against threats and
conflicts resulting from climate-related disasters and their consequences (adopted at the
142nd IPU Assembly, May 2021),

(6) Recalling also the St. Petersburg Declaration Promoting cultural pluralism
and peace through interfaith and inter-ethnic dialogue (endorsed by the 137th IPU
Assembly, October 2017),

(7) Mindful of the fact that nearly all armed conflicts today take place within
countries; that 56-armed state-based conflicts in the world were recorded in 2020 which
represented the highest number of conflicts in the post-Second World War period; and
that the majority of these conflicts were often internationalized,

(8) Cognizant that peace is not synonymous with the absence of violent conflict
and, therefore, that no society is immune to it; that the root causes of conflict are a
combination of grievances, unresolved and protracted misunderstandings within societies
as well as a society’s capacity for organized violence; and that once armed conflict
begins the costs to societies are enormous,
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(9) Recognizing that resolved conflicts have a tendency to recur and that there are fewer
ongoing peace processes than there are conflicts,

(10) Deeply concerned that future risks of conflict are expected to escalate, for example, as
a consequence of climate change and reaffirming that there is no development without peace, no
peace without development, and that neither is possible without the promotion of human rights,

(12) Asserting that interventionist approaches from external actors not rooted in the local
communities concerned with resolving violent conflicts have virtually always failed to be inclusive
and to provide any detailed plans for the reintegration of societies beyond the signing of peace
accords,

(12) Recognizing, in the light of current and future challenges, that the active promotion of
peace and conflict prevention by more actors and organizations is needed, and that contributions of
women, youth and indigenous peoples are essential in this regard,

(13) Recognizing the unique role of national parliaments and parliamentarians in promoting
dialogue while using their legislation, oversight and financial functions to determine the allocation of
resources to areas of development considered national priorities; the need for effective and
uninterrupted functioning of parliaments before, during and after conflicts; and parliaments” role in
conflict prevention,

(14) Stressing the capacity of national parliaments and parliamentarians to call
governments to order by challenging the use of governments’ emergency powers to wage war
which gives parliaments a key role to play in times of peace and in conflict prevention both in their
own countries and internationally,

(15) Acknowledging the IPU’s unique role as the parliamentary counterpart to the United
Nations and as a forum for informal negotiations on matters of international peace and security;

and, in particular, its role in providing support to parliaments and parliamentarians in addressing
threats to peace at the local, national, regional and international levels,

(16) Cognizant of the IPU’s unique role in any matter transcending national sovereignty
and its ability to share lessons learned among its Member Parliaments and enable vivid, mutually
respectful exchanges among members of parliaments of different delegations in seeking solutions,

a7 Recognizing that inclusive, representative and accountable legislatures can foster
conflict resilience and sustainable peace if grievances, differences, and solution alternatives are
articulated and decided upon in peaceful, transparent and respectful public debates in and outside
of parliament,

(18) Recognizing also the various tools and measures that parliaments have for dialogue
between different national stakeholders, including measures to work in a bi-partisan fashion by
establishing commissions of inquiry and to arrange hearings with representatives of
underrepresented or marginalized groups,

(29) Reaffirming the centrality of parliamentary representation in addressing the root
causes of conflict and violence, including inequalities, exclusion, the lack of rule of law, injustice,
and discrimination among others,

(20) Recognizing the unique legislative role of parliaments in promoting transparency, as
well as their ability to perform checks and balances,

(22) Concerned about the risk that corruption presents to the integrity of legislative
institutions and functions, and about its negative effect on the capacity of parliaments to effectively
contribute to peace and governance,

(22) Recognizing parliaments’ role in the oversight of state security, public safety agencies,
intelligence structures, the legislative sector and military expenditures, in particular in ensuring that
they operate accountably, transparently and with respect for the rule of law and human rights to
meet the security needs of all parts of the population, including women, children and members of
vulnerable groups,
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(23) Reaffirming the centrality of parliament in countering any abusive and subversive use
of internal intelligence and security actors, and fighting corruption,

(24) Acknowledging the essential role of parliaments in promoting conflict prevention
through a focus on disarmament, socio-economic, psychosocial, climate and ecological issues, and
in post-conflict situations in preventing a relapse to large scale violence, including through
promoting the implementation of peace agreements, investing in psychosocial health, transitional
justice, reintegration, and institutional reforms,

(25) Emphasizing that more systematic engagement of parliaments is needed to advance
and implement the Women, Peace and Security and Youth, Peace and Security agendas and to
alleviate the impact of armed conflicts on children,

1. Urges actors engaged in peace processes to acknowledge and collaborate with
national or local institutions and actors, and participate in activities focused on
anchoring and sustaining peace efforts through national or local ownership and
leadership;

2. Calls upon parliaments and parliamentarians to intensify their efforts for peace and the
non-violent resolution of differences before, during and after conflict; and if such
efforts prove to be unsuccessful, to call upon international actors for assistance;

3. Encourages parliaments, in their efforts to pursue peace, to systematically partner with
the executive sector, independent oversight bodies, civil society organizations,
faith-based movements, women’s groups, community organizations, peace builders,
academia, media, the private sector, and regional and international bodies, in their
own countries and internationally;

4. Calls upon parliaments to allocate time and resources to the identification of barriers
that limit the participation of citizens in parliamentary decision-making based on their
gender, age, geography, social identity group (such as ethnicity, religion, and race),
and citizenship status;

5. Also calls upon parliaments to explore and invest in mechanisms and modalities, such
as the human security approach, for continuous and systematic engagement with
citizens and residents, and that are sensitive to the needs and realities of different
population segments and contexts to be implemented through conventional and new
means ranging from MP surgeries to consultations and online engagement with
conflict affected groups;

6. Further calls upon parliamentarians to explore safe and conflict-sensitive mechanisms
that would enable groups and minorities left furthest behind and without adequate
representation to express their grievances, concerns and aspirations, and to pursue
effective ways for their representation in parliament;

7. Urges parliaments, their members and political parties to form partnerships to address
and reverse hate speech and disinformation, including those online, and to encourage
more diverse and inclusive political participation and representation;

8. Strongly encourages further efforts at ensuring women'’s equal participation in
parliaments and at all levels of decision-making, and, in that regard, at acknowledging
the critical role of support by male allies, while urging Member States to ensure a
systematic engagement of parliaments in the implementation of the Women, Peace
and Security and Youth, Peace and Security agendas;

9. Calls upon parliaments to strengthen legal frameworks and mechanisms to prevent
and address corruption through institutional measures and to develop codes of
conduct committing members of parliament at the individual level,
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Urges parliaments to promote transparency and accountability in the allocation of
financial resources, budgets, policies, practices, and appointments within the military
and security sectors through the establishment of oversight bodies, as well as to
encourage disarmament efforts to restrict and destroy weapons, mines, and
unexploded ordnance, and to support the creation of disarmament, demobilization and
reintegration programmes;

Encourages members of parliaments to raise questions about “value-for-money” of
security sectors, including military spending;

Urges parliaments to ensure that their oversight mechanisms and committee systems
are structured, mandated, adequately resourced and equipped to consider security on
a holistic, cross-sectoral basis, including from the point of view of human development
and ecology;

Calls upon parliaments to invest in the psychosocial well-being of people and
communities to build peace and prevent the recurrence of future cycles of violence;

Also calls upon parliaments to request information on how the executive branch is
addressing climate-related security risks and how climate-related measures can
promote peacebuilding;

Encourages inter-parliamentary cooperation to inspire collective ambition, enhance
peer-to-peer learning, and to increase good practice sharing among parliamentarians
on locally relevant pathways to sustainable peace and human development;

Reiterates that parliaments and parliamentarians, as institutions and actors for
peaceful dialogue, legislation and oversight, have unique roles and capacities to
provide tailor-made responses to conflict, and acknowledges their power to invite and
convene concerned actors to take part in national peace processes;

Tasks the IPU to develop an inventory of tools for parliaments and parliamentarians
for engaging in dialogue, legislation, oversight and prevention in the pursuit of peace
and to present the outcome at the 147th IPU Assembly.

Leveraging Information and Communication Technology
as an enabler for the education sector,
including in times of pandemic

Explanatory memorandum submitted by the co-Rapporteurs
Ms. H. Jarvinen (Finland) and Mr. S. Patra (India)

Information and communication technology (ICT) increasingly permeates our societies in
all fields of life — including the education sector. This development brings new
opportunities in teaching and learning, affecting the way in which we access, transmit,
and process information. While technological development creates new opportunities, it
also brings new challenges in terms of equity and inclusion, data security and privacy,
and the financing of expensive digital capacities. The resolution seeks to determine how
to make the best use of the ICT possibilities available to us in actual learning.

There is no doubt that ICT can benefit societies in education. It is a medium used to
provide educational programmes and expand educational opportunities. It can also be a
pedagogical tool for teachers and learners to improve the relevance and quality of
teaching and learning processes and can also help users develop digital skills.
Technology should be used to facilitate education, enable access to information, develop
connections, and create better organized teaching and learning processes. However,
teaching and learning should not be driven by technology. Teachers and learners should
be at the core of any technological learning applications.

The world had been facing a learning crisis long before the COVID-19 pandemic struck.
According to the statistics of the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural
Organization (UNESCO), in 2016, over 600 million children and adolescents were
estimated to be not reaching minimum proficiency levels in reading and mathematics
even though they were going to school. The World Bank introduced the concept
“Learning Poverty” to define the inability to read and understand a simple text by age 10.

With school closures due to the COVID-19 pandemic, hundreds of millions of children
have been out of school, many for prolonged periods. This has further contributed to the
learning crisis as schools have been trying to find ways of organizing teaching remotely.
Some countries have been more successful than others and some schools have
responded to the situation better than others, and even some classes within the same
school have found better solutions than others. The digital divide in the field of education
is happening and in a pandemic, like the one we are presently experiencing, it is only
being intensified.
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Digital divides reflect and amplify existing social, cultural and economic inequalities. There are gaps in
digital capacities between countries, regions, social classes, gender, age groups, different minority
groups, and the list goes on. Building digital capacities is expensive and those who have the
resources, have the possibility to make the necessary investments. It is precisely for this reason that it
is absolutely essential that parliaments and governments make special efforts regarding equity and
inclusion when they design education policy. No-one should be left behind.

One major factor in equity, but also in societal development as a whole, is investment in girls’
education. Investing in girls’ education transforms communities, countries and the entire world. Girls
who receive an education are less likely to marry young and more likely to lead healthy, productive
lives. They earn higher incomes than less educated girls, participate in taking decisions that affect
them most, and build better futures for themselves and their families. Girls’ education strengthens
economies and reduces inequality. It contributes to more stable, resilient societies that give all
individuals — including boys and men — the opportunity to fulfil their potential. Nevertheless, when
introducing ICT and artificial intelligence (Al) tools and algorithms it is important to be aware that they
may be gender biased and every effort should be made to eliminate such bias. Also, implementing
expensive ICT education programmes should not jeopardize funding for more basic learning needs.
The resolution also focuses on the importance of optimal learning conditions, such as adequate
numbers of teaching staff, including staff assisting teachers, limited size of classes to ensure teachers
have enough time for each pupil, and on meals provided by the school to make sure pupils have the
energy they need for learning.

Finally, it is crucially important to set up proper strategies for monitoring and evaluating the progress of
education results. Such strategies would be the basis for directing education policies and methods in
the future.

The draft resolution aims to formulate an opinion on questions such as:

- How best to leverage ICT in the education sector.

- The state of education globally and what is the starting point for increasing the use of ICT.

- Measures that must be taken into consideration when building competences in the education
sector.
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The 144th Assembly of the Inter-Parliamentary Union,

(1) Welcoming Sustainable Development Goal 4, the Incheon Declaration and
the United Nations Secretary-General’'s Roadmap for Digital Cooperation that all
recognize the importance of information and communication technology (ICT) in
education,

(2) Encouraging the use of ICT to support, enhance, and optimize the delivery
of information to create new teaching methods and improve learning results while paying
attention to challenges in terms of equity and inclusion, security and privacy, and the
financing of expensive digital capacities,

3) Recognizing the fact that the world had been facing a global learning crisis
long before the COVID-19 pandemic started,

4) Aware that, according to the Institute for Statistics of the United Nations
Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO), in 2016, over 600 million
children and adolescents were estimated to be not reaching minimum proficiency levels
in reading and mathematics, and that an estimated 53 per cent of children in low- and
middle-income countries cannot read proficiently by age 10, a phenomenon the World
Bank defined as “Learning Poverty”,

(5) Welcoming the United Nations Children’s Fund’s (UNICEF) call to address
the learning crisis and urgently better finance education for the poorest children,

(6) Highlighting the fact that the COVID-19 pandemic has aggravated gaps
between rural and urban areas, with a critical impact on the education of children,
especially disadvantaged ones, and that Africa and Asia account for nearly two-thirds of
the 463 million school children unable to access remote learning,

(7) Noting that learning is the right of every child,
(8) Bearing in mind that remote learning can open up vast opportunities in

bridging distances to remote areas, by bringing new applications to classrooms, as well
as by reaching out to families in times of pandemic,
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(9) Welcoming technological development that creates more opportunities with smaller and
more effective devices, applications, and more interactive solutions,

(20) Aware that digitalization can deepen inequalities between the poorest and richest
households,

(12) Noting that in-person social contacts are important to children and adolescents,

(12) Acknowledging that countries come from very different starting points in terms of their

capacity to acquire technological devices and in terms of teaching staff,

(13) Reminding parliaments and governments that, according to the estimates of UNICEF,
every dollar invested in increasing enrollment in pre-primary education returns US$ 4 to 9 in benefits
to society,

1. Stresses that a sufficient number of computers and other technological devices, and
well-functioning internet connections are the basis of an infrastructure necessary to
leverage ICT as an enabler for the education sector;

2. Underlines that the pedagogical skills of teachers and assisting staff are of key
importance in all learning, including in the use of ICT devices and applications, and in
teaching methods that support the introduction of ICT skills;

3. Also underlines that teachers’ ICT skills require constant updating and training, so that
information technology can be applied as best as possible;

4. Calls upon parliaments and governments to pass necessary legislation enabling effective
ICT training of teachers and digital solutions to be part of their countries curricula;

5. Urges parliaments and governments to allocate sufficient economic resources to the
education sector to ensure funding for teacher training and ICT devices while bearing in
mind that funding for learning conditions and more basic teaching equipment should not
be compromised;

6. Welcomes holistic thinking to create ecosystems which integrate technology, digital
content and digital skills with the capacities of teachers and policy makers to build
resilient education systems;

7. Emphasizes that hybrid teaching arrangements, including both in-person and remote
learning, significantly increase the workload of teachers which must be compensated in
the salary of the teaching staff, and that sufficient additional staff must be hired to avoid
overburdening teachers;

8. Calls for effective tools for tackling online harassment and bullying to create a safe and
non-discriminatory learning environment;

9. Stresses the importance of evaluating and monitoring of education results as one of the
corner stones of measuring the success of education policies and teaching methods;

10. Urges governments to keep the number of pupils in classes small and to ensure
adequate assisting staff to teachers to enable effective learning;

11. Emphasizes the key role of families in supporting children, especially in the early stages
of education, in learning, both in the learning process itself and in understanding the
importance of education;

12. Notes that remote learning requires more self-discipline from pupils and their families, the
lack of which is a major contributing factor to the digital divide between pupils;
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Stresses that digital and remote learning can never fully replace in-person learning as
vocational teaching in many fields requires in-person learning on site;

Urges parliaments to pay special attention to equity and inclusion when legislating in the
education sector, including in the use of ICT;

Underlines that women are a large untapped learning resource as women and girls are
often being prevented from using ICT and particularly internet, and, at the same time, that
educated women have a great impact on societal development by contributing to more
stable, resilient societies that give all individuals — including boys and men — the
opportunity to fulfil their potential;

Encourages governments to include in their development cooperation programmes
assistance in technology transfer in the education sector and support in teacher training;

Also encourages governments to provide vitally important support functions, such as free
meals in schools because well-nourished pupils can concentrate better and get better
learning results, and also because free meals in schools can be an added incentive
especially to poorer families for sending their children to school;

Invites governments to engage the youth in the development of plans and strategies in
the short and medium term, to chart the obstacles that may arise, and to look for new
opportunities in introducing ICT in education;

Invites parliaments and governments to look into possible partnerships with United
Nations organizations such as UNESCO and UNICEF.
