TIMETABLE

The Timetable of the Assembly and related meetings is set out in Annex 1. The Inaugural Ceremony
will take place at 11:00 a.m. on Tuesday, 11 October 2022.

The Governing Council will convene on 12 and 15 October and will consider and take decisions on a
host of matters relating to the functioning and activities of the IPU. The agenda of the 210th session of
the IPU Governing Council, and those of all other statutory bodies meeting during the 145th Assembly,
are available in Annex 2.

The Assembly will start its General Debate on 12 October with the high-level segment reserved for
Speakers of Parliament. A concept note on the overall theme of the General Debate will be posted
shortly on the Assembly webpage.

At its sittings on 14 and 15 October, the Assembly will adopt resolutions on the emergency item and
on the subject item taken up by the Standing Committee on Democracy and Human Rights. There will
also be a one-hour accountability segment on follow-up actions by Members on IPU resolutions and
other decisions during the Assembly plenary on 14 October. The Assembly is expected to conclude
with an outcome document on the theme of the General Debate and complete its business by

18:00 on Saturday, 15 October 2022.

EMERGENCY ITEM

According to Assembly Rule 11.1 and Article 14.2 of the Statutes, any Member of the IPU may request
the inclusion of an emergency item in the Assembly agenda. If the Assembly so decides, the
emergency item will be debated by the Assembly in the morning of Wednesday, 12 October. Provision
has also been made for a drafting committee to meet in the afternoon that same day in order to
prepare a draft resolution. The Assembly will then adopt a resolution on Friday, 14 October 2022.

All requests for inclusion of an emergency item must relate to a recent major situation of international
concern, on which urgent action by the international community is required and on which it is
appropriate for the IPU to express its opinion and mobilize a parliamentary response. In order to
ensure translation and dissemination, all proposals for an emergency item should be submitted to the
IPU Secretariat by 17:00 on Wednesday, 12 October. They should contain a brief explanatory
memorandum and a draft resolution, which clearly define the scope of the subject covered by the
request.
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GOVERNING COUNCIL

The Governing Council is composed of three members from each parliament represented in the IPU.
Each parliament's representation on the Governing Council must include both men and women.
Single-gender delegations will be limited to one member (Governing Council Rule 1.2).

In conformity with Governing Council Rule 13, members of the Council may request the inclusion of
supplementary items in the agenda. Such items must fall within the mandate of the Council which,
according to Article 20 of the Statutes, determines and guides the activities of the IPU and controls
their implementation.

Any requests for the inclusion of supplementary items will immediately be transmitted by the
Secretariat to all Council members. After hearing the opinion of the Executive Committee, the Council
shall decide on such a request by a majority of votes cast if the request is received by the Secretariat
at least 15 days before the opening of the session; or otherwise by a two-thirds majority.

STANDING COMMITTEES
All four Standing Committees will meet during the 145th IPU Assembly.

The Standing Committee on Democracy and Human Rights will discuss and adopt a resolution on the
subject item Parliamentary impetus to local and regional development of countries with high levels of
international migration and to stopping all forms, including state-sponsored, of human-trafficking and
human rights abuses.

The other three Standing Committees will hold hearings and panel discussions as approved at the
144th IPU Assembly.

Member Parliaments are kindly reminded that Bureau members should be included in their
delegations to the Assembly. The list of current Bureau members is available on the IPU website at
Www.ipu.org/about-ipu/structure-and-governance.

PARTICIPATION

In light of the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic and as per practice at recent Assemblies. IPU Member
Parliaments are encouraged to appoint a maximum of five parliamentarians for countries with a
population under 100 million inhabitants, or up to seven parliamentarians for parliaments of countries
with a population of 100 million inhabitants or more. The number of advisers and accompanying
persons should also be maintained within reasonable limits, in general not more than four persons.
This measure is also in line with the new IPU Strategy, with its priority focus on climate change,
including the need to reduce the carbon footprint of the Assembly.

As per the national health requirements, only fully vaccinated persons will be able to enter
Rwanda.

In keeping with the decision taken by the IPU governing bodies in 2018, Members "...may register one
additional delegate if at least one young parliamentarian (below 45 years of age) is part of the
delegation on condition that the delegation is composed of both sexes and the Member is not in
arrears in the payment of its assessed contributions" (Article 10.3 of the Statutes).

All Member Parliaments are encouraged to strive for gender parity and political balance in the
composition of their delegations. Any delegation which, for three consecutive sessions of the
Assembly, is composed exclusively of parliamentarians of the same sex will automatically be reduced
by one person. Member Parliaments are also urged to include IPU office-holders in their
delegations.

Geopolitical groups are kindly requested to schedule their meetings on Monday, 10 October, or at
another time which does not conflict with the meeting of the Forum of Women Parliamentarians on
11 October.

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IPU Members whose arrears equal or exceed the amount of the contributions due from them for the
preceding two full years will not be represented by more than two delegates at meetings of the IPU
(Article 5.2 of the Statutes), nor will they be entitled to vote.

Associate Members may patrticipate in the Assembly and its Standing Committees with the same
rights as Members, with the exception of the right to vote and to present candidates for elective office.

International organizations and other bodies invited by the Governing Council to be represented at the
Assembly as permanent Observers are reminded that they are entitled to register a maximum of two

delegates.

The Plenary Hall, where the meetings of the Assembly and Governing Council will take place, has
limited seating capacity. If the actual attendance at the 145th Assembly allows, the Secretariat will
endeavour to allocate an adequate number of seats for all delegations. At a minimum, each national
parliamentary delegation will be allocated a sufficient number of seats to allow a possible vote by the
Assembly or Governing Council.

VACANCIES TO BE FILLED DURING THE 145th ASSEMBLY

A provisional list of vacancies for IPU bodies will be circulated to Members and posted on the IPU
website prior to the opening of the Assembly.

Member Parliaments are invited to consider submitting candidatures for the main committees and
bodies of the IPU (www.ipu.org/about-us/structure/assembly) bearing in mind the gender balance
requirements of the bodies concerned, as provided for in the IPU Statutes and Rules. Candidates
should have expertise, as far as possible, in the areas of work of the given bodies, and should be
supported by their respective parliament in carrying out their functions as IPU office-holders. New
Members of the IPU and Members not currently holding IPU offices are particularly encouraged to
submit candidatures.

PREPARATION OF DRAFT RESOLUTIONS AND SELECTION OF AGENDA ITEMS

The deadlines pertaining to the preparation of the resolution for the Standing Committee on
Democracy and Human Rights are the following:

1 July 2022 Deadline for the rapporteurs to submit the draft resolution and
explanatory memorandum to the IPU Secretariat.

5 October 2022 Deadline for IPU Members to submit proposals for amendments to
the draft resolution.

11-15 October 2022 145th IPU Assembly
Finalization and adoption of the resolution

In accordance with the Standing Committees’ Rules, proposals for subject items should be submitted
up to one day prior to the meeting of the respective Standing Committee Bureau. As such, Members
wishing to do so should submit to the IPU Secretariat their proposals for the subject item to be taken
up by the Standing Committee on Democracy and Human Rights by 13 October 2022 at the latest.

These will serve as the basis for consultations by the respective Standing Committee Bureau before a
final decision is taken by the Standing Committee.

GENERAL DEBATE (Item 3 of the agenda)

The theme of the General Debate at the 145th Assembly will be Gender equality and gender-

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In keeping with the Assembly Rules, two representatives of each delegation may speak during the
General Debate, and they shall share the speaking time as they deem fit. An additional MP from each
delegation may address the General Debate, provided he/she is a young parliamentarian.

As per usual practice, in order to take the floor in the General Debate, members may register on the
spot at the speakers’ registration desk outside the Plenary Hall (KCC). Members may also register
their speaker(s) in advance through the online registration system, which will open on 11 July 2022.

Speaking time will be determined based on the number of registered speakers and the following
general guidelines:

ListA  High-level segment (Presiding Officers) 7 minutes
List B First speakers from delegations 6 minutes
ListC  Second speakers from delegations Time remaining

(up to a total of 7 minutes for two speakers)
ListD  Young parliamentarians 2 minutes.

The order of speakers will be determined by a public drawing of lots at 17:00 on Tuesday, 11 October
2022.

VICE-PRESIDENTS OF THE ASSEMBLY

According to Assembly Rule 7.3, all delegations from Member Parliaments are entitled to designate
one of their members as a Vice-President of the Assembly. Some of the Vice-Presidents may be
called upon to replace the President of the Assembly during a sitting or part of a sitting.

Upon arrival at the IPU Registration Desk, delegations are invited to indicate the name of the
parliamentarian nominated as a Vice-President of the Assembly. Alternatively, names may be
communicated to the IPU Secretariat by 12:00 noon on Wednesday, 12 October 2022.

ALLOCATION OF VOTES

A provisional table showing the votes allocated to delegations to the 145th Assembly will be made
available on the Assembly webpage.

Member Parliaments are kindly requested to check the figures against their country name and, if
necessary, inform the IPU Secretariat in writing of any modifications required, preferably ahead of the
Assembly. The final table showing the allocation of votes at the Assembly will be distributed at the
opening of the session.

LANGUAGES, SPEECHES AND DOCUMENTATION

The IPU Secretariat will provide simultaneous interpretation in the IPU Assembly’s working languages
(Arabic, English, French and Spanish) at the meetings of all statutory bodies.

Four other interpretation channels have been reserved for Chinese, Japanese, Portuguese and
Russian at sittings of the Assembly and the Governing Council. The number of additional booths
available in the Plenary Hall is limited. The related costs incurred must be borne by the requesting
party. All such requests will be handled on a first-come, first-served basis.

For the meetings of the Standing Committees, and the Forums of Women MPs and Young
Parliamentarians, interpretation will be provided remotely. Therefore, parliaments wishing to have a
channel in these two rooms should ensure that their interpreters are fully trained on the Interprefy
platform.

4, Panel discussion on the theme The impact of war and atrocity on civilian
populations

War is not only a military affair, and the impacts of war are not exclusively felt
by combatants. Conflicts of all kinds engender terrible consequences for
civilians, and women and children are often the worst affected. These effects
are often hard to quantify and fluctuate greatly from conflict to conflict. In
extreme cases, in addition to the already devastating suffering of war, civilians
suffer the unjustifiable weight of serious breaches of international humanitarian
law ranging from war crimes to crimes against humanity and even genocide.
Participants will discuss the possible channels of action available to parliaments
to contribute to the mediation of conflicts, and to the prevention of terrible and
multiple violations of human rights and/or international humanitarian law
affecting civilian populations.

5. Panel discussion on the theme War and climate change as triggers of
global food insecurity

One of the SDGs is to end hunger, food insecurity and all forms of malnutrition
by 2030. It was hoped that centuries of progress in agricultural and trading
technologies could be accelerated, at scale, to put the world on track to achieve
that goal. Yet, things have not generally been evolving in that way. Conflicts
have caused food shortages and severe disruption of economic activities,
threatening the means of survival of local and foreign populations. At the same
time, climate change is contributing to reduced crop yields in certain regions of
the world, affecting harvests and increasing the price volatility of agricultural
products. Consequently, the further fragilization of an already unstable food
supply creates tensions worldwide and triggers additional conflicts. The
Committee will examine how IPU Members could reinforce global food supply
by identifying specific actions that parliamentarians and parliaments could take
to effectively combat the major drivers that are slowing down progress in
achieving food security.

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Expert hearing on the theme Cyberattacks and cybercrimes: The new risks to global
security

One of the outcomes of the COVID-19 pandemic has been rapid and enforced digitalization,
which has opened up new spaces allowing people to maintain social and professional links. But
such spaces are showing a dangerous side as cybercriminals have increased their scope of
action through the use of new cyberattack systems. Cyberattacks can be used to wage war at
periods of maximum tension, targeting critical infrastructures and putting societies at risk. They
can also take the form of massive disinformation and propaganda campaigns. The Committee
wished to place this subject on its agenda with the intention of adopting a resolution on the topic
at the 146th IPU Assembly. In preparation for that resolution, the Committee will hold an expert
hearing to inform members of the risks of cybercrimes and cyberattacks and the measures and
actions parliaments can deploy, in terms of legislation, policy development and oversight, to
fight against them. The co-Rapporteurs will draw on the hearing and the subsequent debate as
they write the first draft of the resolution.

The UN response to growing hunger and famine

Hunger and starvation are worsening around the world because of growing conflict,
runaway climate change, and the economic consequences of the COVID-19
pandemic. This year’s conflict in Ukraine has added to this dramatic outlook.

Of the 811 million people who go to bed hungry every day, the number of those
experiencing extreme food insecurity has more than doubled in the past few years,
from 135 to 276 million people, while those experiencing emergency levels of
hunger has risen to 49 million people.

The World Food Programme (WFP) is at the forefront of the humanitarian effort to
provide food to those in urgent need, whereas the Food and Agriculture
Organization (FAO) helps governments and development agencies coordinate their
activities to improve and develop agriculture as well as land and water resources.

How are these two UN system organizations working in practice and what are the
challenges they face in delivering on their complementary mandates?

The UN field presence in support of national development: The case of
Rwanda

Over the years, the IPU has advocated for a closer relationship between UN field
operations (Country Team of UN agencies and programmes led by the Resident
Coordinator) and the host country’s parliament as a way of building stronger
accountability and buy-in for the UN’s development work. Developing an organic
relationship between the UNCT and the parliament is not always easy due to a lack
of resources, fears of political interference and other factors.

This session will feature a discussion on the role of the Resident Coordinator and
the UN Country Team vis-a-vis the government and the parliament. The case of
Rwanda will illustrate the key institutional processes involved and the nature of the
work that the UN carries out in the field.

Participants will be invited to discuss the draft resolution that is on the agenda of
the 145th Assembly entitled Parliamentary impetus to local and regional
development of countries with high levels of international migration and to stopping
all forms, including state-sponsored, of human-trafficking and human rights abuses
(Standing Committee on Democracy and Human Rights). Participants will discuss
the draft resolution from a gender perspective and issue recommendations on
gender-related amendments to be submitted by the Forum of Women
Parliamentarians to the Standing Committee. The participants will discuss in
particular the following aspects of the theme of the draft resolution:

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Panel debate on Gender-sensitive parliaments: Parliaments free from sexism,
harassment and violence against women

2022 marks the 10th anniversary of the IPU’s Plan of Action for Gender-sensitive
Parliaments, adopted at the 127th Assembly in Quebec City, Canada. The Plan defines a
gender-sensitive parliament as one that responds to the needs and interests of both men
and women in its composition, structures, operations, methods and work. It is a parliament in
which there are no barriers — substantive, structural or cultural — to women'’s full participation
and to equality between its men and women members and staff. It is not only a place where
women can work, but also a safe and respectful workplace where women want to work and
contribute.

Ten years ago, sexual harassment policies for staff and MPs were the least common form of
gender policy in parliament, with less than 20% of parliaments saying they had one!. Yet
evidence has since shown that gender-based violence, including sexism, misogyny,
intimidation, harassment and many forms of sexual, physical, psychological and economic
violence are perpetrated in the premises of parliament against women MPs and staff. IPU
studies on sexism, harassment and violence against women in parliaments revealed that
globally more than 80 per cent of women MPs surveyed have experienced psychological
violence, 25 per cent physical violence, 22 per cent sexual violence, and 33 per cent
economic violence?.

Can a parliament be gender-sensitive if its women members and staff are assaulted or
intimidated because they are women? How have parliaments addressed internal sexism,
harassment and violence against women so far? What is needed for parliaments to be free
from gender-based violence?

The panel debate will be a platform for participants to reflect on these key questions, share
challenges faced and good practices experienced, and devise solutions to apply in their
respective parliaments.

The panel will also provide an opportunity to showcase an exhibition of posters and
awareness-raising tools used in parliaments to prevent and address sexism, harassment and
violence against women on parliamentary premises.

The panel debate will be held from 16:15 to 17:45.

Report of the rapporteur of the discussion on the draft resolution

The rapporteur of the discussion on the draft resolution on the agenda of the 145th Assembly
will present her report. The Forum will then ask the rapporteur to consult with the President of
the Bureau of Women Parliamentarians and prepare as required any amendments to be
presented during the debate of the Standing Committee on Democracy and Human Rights.

Arriving passengers at Kigali International Airport must present a two doses vaccination certificate and
a negative rapid antigen test taken 72 hours prior to departure. An additional rapid antigen test will be
taken upon arrival.

If required at place of destination departing passengers at Kigali International Airport must present a
negative rapid antigen test or PCR test taken 72 hours prior to departure.

Wearing a face mask is no longer mandatory, however people are encouraged to wear masks
indoors.

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Banking services and currency

Local currency is the Rwandan Franc (RWF). Exchange rates are subject to fluctuation. Average
banking hours are from 08:00 to 18:00 from Monday to Friday, and from 08:00 to 15:00 on Saturdays.
Banking amenities are available at all commercial banks. Most banks have cash dispensing machines
accepting Visa and MasterCard. Foreign exchange facilities are available in all parts of Kigali city.

Most internationally recognized currencies and travellers’ cheques can be exchanged at commercial
banks, hotels and at Kigali International Airport. Major credit cards are accepted in most hotels,
restaurants and shops.

Plastic bags

As part of an environmental protection policy, plastic bags are not allowed into Rwanda. Passengers
entering Kigali International Airport (KIA), or any other border posts with plastic bags are required to
discard them. They will be supplied with an environmentally friendly alternative at a cost.

Business and shopping hours

Public offices open from 07:00 to 17:00 from Monday to Friday. The usual business opening hours are
from 08:00 to 18:00, Monday to Friday and range between 09:00 to 22:00 on weekends.
