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The Inter-Parliamentary Union (IPU) is an international organization with a focal
goal to encourage and protect global democracy. The IPU consists of 178
member parliaments and 14 associate members.

The IPU initially focused on the arbitration of international conflicts. Over the
years, the IPU’s role developed to include promoting democracy and inter-
parliamentary dialogue.

The IPU Assemblies are held twice each year in Geneva, or in any other city
around the world. The 146+ Assembly will be held in the Kingdom of Bahrain
from 11-15 March 2023 in “Exhibition World Bahrain”.

With the general theme of “Promoting peaceful coexistence and inclusive
societies: fighting intolerance”, the participating parliamentary delegations
will exchange views and debate this theme in the plenary session of the
Assembly. All IPU statutory bodies will also convene during the Assembly.
