Bahrain was formed with its distinguished human heritage, and
its ideal diversity, which was based on faith in high principles and
values of love, peace, tolerance and coexistence.

In fact, we are in front of a precious humanitarian and civilized
heritage that characterized Bahrain, and its features emerged
more clearly when the prosperous era of His Majesty the King,
may God protect him, shone upon us with his reform project,
where the lofty values were linked to the national reform process,
and rose and shined in the light of initiatives that began and did
not end, and were established as firm pillars of the National
Action Charter and the Constitution of the Kingdom of Bahrain,
and then came the legal and legislative structures to protect values
of tolerance, coexistence, religious and cultural pluralism, and
pride in ethnic and sectarian diversity.

make the victory of human and human peace always the first
choice.

There is no doubt that the Kingdom of Bahrain's hosting of more
than 1700 representatives from more than 135 parliaments
confirms the readiness of the parliamentary community in the
countries of the world to show unity and integration, and
compliance with humanitarian responsibilities, in making
societies enjoy peace, at a time when the world is paying a heavy
price due to the expansion of the phenomenon of terrorism,
intolerance and violent extremism (and wars), undermining
peace, security, human rights, and sustainable development, and
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casting its shadow on all regions and countries, and yet all of our
responsibility as parliaments increases in creating Qualitative and
practical steps that have a great impact in developing solutions to
these important issues, that are of concern to everyone.

This Assembly is an opportunity for international parliamentary
work to open up broad horizons of dialogue aimed at
strengthening parliamentary efforts, within the framework of its
general theme, working to deliver an influential voice to the
international community, and pushing for broad global effects to
promote the principles of peace, tolerance, and rapprochement, in
a way that serves the peoples of the world, and achieves security
and stability. Through our meetings, we look forward to advanced
and fruitful discussions and deliberations, which will be
positively reflected in reaching outputs and perceptions that serve
the path of solidarity and joint international parliamentary
cooperation.
