| am pleased to share with you the Results of the 147th Assembly of the Inter-Parliamentary Union and
Related Meetings, which was held in Luanda, Angola, from 23 to 27 October 2023.

The Luanda Assembly will be remembered for the quality of its deliberations and its substantive
outcomes. Over 1,100 delegates — including many Speakers and Deputy Speakers of Parliament — from
128 countries and a variety of partner organizations, addressed several issues that are high on the
international agenda. The General Debate centred on the theme Parliamentary action for peace, justice
and strong institutions (SDG 16). Member Parliaments endorsed the Luanda Declaration, which
acknowledged the vital role of parliaments in the successful achievement of SDG 16, the “governance
goal”, which can be considered a means to the attainment of all the Sustainable Development Goals.

The attached publication contains a summary of the work carried out by the various IPU bodies, as well
as the resolutions, decisions and other outcome documents adopted during the Assembly, including:

. Resolution on Orphanage trafficking: The role of parliaments in reducing harm

. Reports of the IPU Standing Committees and other specialized bodies

. Motion adopted by the IPU Standing Committee on United Nations Affairs on Bringing gender
equality to the UN General Assembly

o Outcome document adopted by the Second Global Parliamentary Summit on Countering
Terrorism and Violent Extremism on The Global Response to the Call of the Sahel
. Decisions of the Committee on the Human Rights of Parliamentarians.

I very much hope that the main decisions and recommendations of the Assembly will be useful for your
work in Parliament. We kindly request that these be circulated within your Parliament so that, as
statutorily required and in keeping with the 2022-2026 IPU Strategy with its strong focus on results and
accountability at all levels, it may consider the measures for their implementation.
