TIMETABLE

The Timetable of the Assembly and related meetings is set out in Annex 1. The Inaugural Ceremony
will take place at 19:00 on Monday, 23 October 2023.

The Governing Council will convene on 24 and 27 October and will consider and take decisions on a
host of matters relating to the functioning and activities of the IPU, including the election of a new IPU
President. The agenda of the 212th session of the IPU Governing Council, and those of the other
statutory bodies meeting during the 147th Assembly, are available in Annex 2.

The Assembly will start its General Debate on 24 October with the high-level segment reserved for
Speakers of Parliament. A concept note on the overall theme of the General Debate will be posted in
due course on the Assembly webpage.

At its sittings on 26 and 27 October, the Assembly will adopt resolutions on the emergency item and
on the subject item being considered by the Standing Committee on Democracy and Human Rights. A
one-hour accountability segment will take place during the Assembly plenary on 26 October on follow-
up actions by Member Parliaments on IPU resolutions and other decisions. The Assembly is expected
to conclude with an outcome document on the theme of the General Debate and to complete its
business by 18:00 on Friday, 27 October 2023.

EMERGENCY ITEM

According to Assembly Rule 11.1 and Article 14.2 of the Statutes, any Member of the IPU may request
the inclusion of an emergency item in the Assembly agenda. If the Assembly so decides, the
emergency item will be debated by the Assembly in the morning of Wednesday, 25 October 2023.
Provision has also been made for a drafting committee to meet in the afternoon that same day in order
to prepare a draft resolution. The Assembly will then adopt a resolution on Thursday, 26 October
2023.

All requests for inclusion of an emergency item must relate to a recent major situation of international
concern, on which urgent action by the international community is required and on which it is
appropriate for the IPU to express its opinion and mobilize a parliamentary response. In order to
ensure translation and dissemination, all proposals for an emergency item should be submitted to the
IPU Secretariat by 17:00 on Monday, 23 October 2023. They should contain a brief explanatory
memorandum and a draft resolution, which clearly define the scope of the subject covered by the
request.
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GOVERNING COUNCIL

The Governing Council is composed of three members from each parliament represented in the IPU.
Each parliament's representation on the Governing Council must include both men and women.
Single-gender delegations will be limited to one member (Governing Council Rule 1.2).

In conformity with Governing Council Rule 13, members of the Council may request the inclusion of
supplementary items in the agenda. Such items must fall within the mandate of the Council which,
according to Article 20 of the Statutes, determines and guides the activities of the IPU and controls
their implementation.

Any requests for the inclusion of supplementary items will immediately be transmitted by the
Secretariat to all Council members. After hearing the opinion of the Executive Committee, the Council
shall decide on such a request by a majority of votes cast if the request is received by the Secretariat
at least 15 days before the opening of the session; or otherwise by a two-thirds majority.

On 27 October 2023, the Governing Council will hold an election by secret ballot for a new IPU
President. Candidatures, accompanied by a signed covering letter and a brief curriculum vitae, may be
submitted to the IPU Secretariat up to Friday, 26 October 2023, at 09:00. A Note on the election of the
IPU President is available in Annex 3.

During the Luanda Assembly, the IPU governing bodies will also initiate a general review of the
IPU Statutes and Rules. Member Parliaments are invited to share their views or proposals for possible
amendments to the Statutes and Rules by 1 September 2023.

STANDING COMMITTEES

All the four Standing Committees will meet during the Luanda Assembly. The Standing Committees,
among other things, organize debates on issues within their mandate, adopt resolutions and motions
that express the collective position of the IPU and set out actions for follow-up by Member
Parliaments.

In order to maximize their contribution to the implementation of the IPU 2022-2026 Strategy, the
Standing Committees have decided to give priority to a specific set of “focus areas” (Annex 4). The
focus areas will serve as guidance when setting the agenda and workplan for the Standing
Committees.

The Standing Committee on Democracy and Human Rights will discuss and adopt a resolution on the
subject item Orphanage trafficking: The role of parliaments in reducing harm.

The other three Standing Committees will hold hearings and panel discussions as approved at the
146th IPU Assembly.

PARTICIPATION

IPU Member Parliaments may appoint a maximum of eight delegates, or 10 for parliaments of
countries with a population of 100 million inhabitants or more (Article 10.2 of the Statutes).
The number of additional MPs accompanying delegations as Advisers must not exceed two.

Member Parliaments are reminded that IPU office-holders should be included in national
delegations to the Assembly. The list of current office-holders is available on the IPU website at
www.ipu.org/about-ipu/structure-and-governance. Confirmation of registration may be delayed for
those delegations that fail to include office-holders.

In keeping with Article 10.3 of the Statutes, Member Parliaments "...may register one additional
delegate if at least one young parliamentarian (below 45 years of age) is part of the delegation on
condition that the delegation is composed of both sexes and the Member is not in arrears in the
payment of its assessed contributions". Needless to say, Member Parliaments are welcome to include
more than one young parliamentarian in their delegation.

All Member Parliaments are also encouraged to strive for gender parity and political balance in the
composition of their delegations. In accordance with Article 10.4 of the Statutes, any delegation
which, for two consecutive sessions of the Assembly, is composed exclusively of parliamentarians of
the same sex shall automatically be reduced by one person.

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Geopolitical groups are kindly requested to schedule their meetings on 22 October 2023, or at any
time on 23 October 2023 which does not conflict with the sittings of the Forum of Women
Parliamentarians.

IPU Member Parliaments whose arrears equal or exceed the amount of the contributions due from
them for the preceding two full years shall not be represented by more than two delegates at meetings
of the IPU (Article 5.2 of the Statutes), nor shall they be entitled to vote.

Associate Members may participate in the Assembly and its Standing Committees with the same
rights as Member Parliaments, with the exception of the right to vote and to present candidates for
elective office.

International organizations and other bodies invited by the Governing Council to be represented at the
Assembly as permanent observers shall be entitled to register a maximum of two delegates.

The Plenary Hall, where the meetings of the Assembly and Governing Council will take place, has
limited seating capacity. Depending on the actual attendance at the 147th Assembly, the Secretariat
will endeavour to allocate an adequate number of seats for all delegations. At a minimum, each
national parliamentary delegation will be allocated a sufficient number of seats to allow a possible vote
by the Assembly and Governing Council.

VACANCIES TO BE FILLED DURING THE 147th ASSEMBLY

A provisional list of vacancies for IPU bodies will be circulated to Members and posted on the
IPU website prior to the opening of the Assembly.

Member Parliaments are invited to consider submitting candidatures for the main committees and
other bodies of the IPU (www.ipu.org/about-us/structure/assembly) bearing in mind the gender
balance requirements of the bodies concerned, as provided for in the IPU Statutes and Rules.
Candidates should have expertise, as far as possible, in the areas of work of the given bodies, and
should be supported by their respective parliament in carrying out their functions as IPU office-holders.
New Member Parliaments of the IPU and those Member Parliaments not currently holding IPU offices
are particularly encouraged to submit candidatures.

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GENERAL DEBATE (Item 3 of the agenda)

The theme of the General Debate at the 147th Assembly will be Parliamentary action for peace,
justice and strong institutions (SDG 16).

In keeping with the Assembly Rules, two representatives of each national parliamentary delegation
may speak during the General Debate, and they shall share the speaking time as they deem fit. An
additional MP from each delegation may address the General Debate, provided he/she is a young
parliamentarian.

As per usual practice, in order to take the floor in the General Debate, Member Parliaments may
register on the spot at the speakers’ registration desk outside the Plenary Hall of the National
Assembly. Member Parliaments may also register their speaker(s) in advance through the
online registration system, which will open on 22 August 2023.

Speaking time will be determined based on the number of registered speakers and the following
general guidelines:

ListA  High-level segment (Presiding Officers) 7 minutes
ListB  First speakers from delegations 6 minutes
ListC  Second speakers from delegations Time remaining

(up to a total of 7 minutes for two speakers)

ListD  Young parliamentarians 2 minutes
List E Permanent observers 3 minutes

The order of speakers will be determined by a public drawing of lots at 17:00 on Monday, 23 October
2023.

VICE-PRESIDENTS OF THE ASSEMBLY

one of their members as a Vice-President of the Assembly. Some of the Vice-Presidents may be
called upon to replace the President of the Assembly during a sitting or part of a sitting.

Upon arrival at the IPU Registration Desk, delegations are invited to indicate the name of the
parliamentarian nominated as a Vice-President of the Assembly. Alternatively, names may be
communicated to the IPU Secretariat by 12:00 noon on Tuesday, 24 October 2023.

Expert hearing on the theme Addressing the social and humanitarian impact of
autonomous weapon systems and artificial intelligence

Since the early 2000s, technological leaps have allowed for the deployment of many new
technologies on the battlefield — over 20 years later, these include artificial intelligence and Lethal
Autonomous Weapon Systems (LAWS), which are progressively removing human
decision-making from the frontline and putting life and death decisions in the hands of opaque
algorithms. Reducing human action in conflicts is creating an ethical grey zone within which
international peace, human rights and established conventions could be challenged by automated
decision-making outside of human control. In preparation for a resolution on the topic to be
discussed and adopted at the 148th IPU Assembly, the Committee will hold an expert hearing to
inform members about the ethical, legal and societal implications of LAWS, as well as the role of
parliaments in regulating and shaping their development and deployment. The co-Rapporteurs will
draw on the hearing and the subsequent debate as they write the first draft of the resolution.

Panel discussion on the theme Inventory of tools for MPs to engage in dialogue, legislation,
oversight and prevention in the pursuit of peace

The resolution Rethinking and reframing the approach to peace processes with a view to fostering
lasting peace, adopted in March 2022, tasked the IPU with developing an inventory of tools for
parliaments and parliamentarians to engage in dialogue, legislation, oversight and prevention in
the pursuit of peace. This agenda item will include a presentation of the initial draft of this inventory
of tools and the ensuing panel discussion will directly inform the final drafting process of the
guidelines, giving MPs a platform to share insights into the application of the new concepts, and to
discuss how the IPU and Member Parliaments can continue to promote further involvement of
MPs in conflict prevention and peace processes.

Panel discussion on the theme The role of parliaments in promoting a culture of
transparency, anti-corruption and citizen engagement to restore trust in national and
international institutions and strengthen peace

A cumulation of global crises has resulted in the degradation of trust in national and international
institutions. This discussion intends to explore the challenges and opportunities for promoting
transparency, including in public spending, the consequences of misaligned priorities, and ways to
reinforce democratic institutions for peace and stability. It will also address strategies to strengthen
parliamentary oversight and accountability mechanisms so that the needs of citizens are
effectively met.

The UN field presence in support of national development: The case of Angola

The United Nations system is present in most developing countries, with a UN Country Team
(UNCT) of agency representatives headed by a Resident Coordinator (RC). The UNCT supports
national development plans through a portfolio of projects and advisory activities that is agreed
with the Government and funded through a combination of budgetary and extra-budgetary
resources.

Over the years, the IPU has advocated for a closer relationship between the UNCT and the host
country’s Parliament as a way of building stronger accountability and buy-in for the UN'’s
development work. This session will feature a discussion on the role of the RC and the UNCT
vis-a-vis the Government and Parliament of Angola.

Bringing gender equality to the UN General Assembly

As discussed at the Manama session of the Committee and at a follow-up briefing for MPs on

3 May 2023, the parliamentary community needs to advocate actively for gender equality in the
UN General Assembly. Currently, only one in four top ambassadors (Permanent Representatives)
in the General Assembly is a woman. This gender imbalance in the UN’s top decision-making
body gives the impression that the UN does not practice what it preaches when it comes to gender
equality. Making the General Assembly and other key UN bodies gender-equal will greatly
strengthen the multilateral system and its ability to deliver to the people.

This item will revolve around a draft Motion outlining specific actions for parliaments to advance
this issue. The draft Motion will be introduced by the Bureau of the Committee and be put to a
vote.

Reforming the Security Council for a stronger multilateral regime

Designed to take “prompt and effective action” to preserve or restore the peace, the Security
Council is by far the most powerful organ of the United Nations. Its resolutions carry the
force of international law and can be enforced through punishing economic sanctions and,
ultimately, military action.

This said, the composition of the Security Council no longer represents the geopolitical
realities of the world. The inherent imbalance of voices and representation on the Council, as
well as the indiscriminate use of the veto power by some Permanent Members, accounts for
much of the Council’s inability to act effectively and consistently in response to conflicts and
other security threats around the world. After years of failed negotiations, the UN is
increasingly under pressure to reform the Security Council. Most notably, the April 2023
report of a High-Level Advisory Board on Effective Multilateralism called on the 2024 Summit
of the Future to agree to a Charter Review Conference focused on Security Council reform.

This item will bring parliaments up to date on some of the leading reform proposals for the
Security Council and provide an opportunity for reflection on possible parliamentary action in
this regard.

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Panel discussion on Women in politics: To stay or not to stay?

In a challenging political world marked by gender-based discrimination, online and offline
violence against women in politics, and increased levels of incivility, how can women, in all
their diversity and in parity with men, engage in politics and pursue a political life and
career?

Despite the high prevalence of sexism, harassment and violence against women in politics in
all corners of the world, women politicians continue to display resilience and determination.
More than 90% of women MPs surveyed in IPU research who had experienced
gender-based violence in politics confirmed their determination to continue their
parliamentary work. However, at some point, women at the highest levels of leadership can
no longer take the danger, exhaustion and pressure, and decide to quit politics. The future of
women’s participation and leadership in political decision-making is at stake.

What challenges do women face for entering and remaining in political leadership? Is the
situation improving? How can we ensure that women can lead a political life and career free
from danger, overwhelming pressure and exhaustion? How far have we come in making
zero tolerance to violence against women in politics a reality?

Guided by a panel of women leaders, including some who have left politics, the Forum will
examine these important questions, draw conclusions and lessons from the panellists’
experiences and discuss possible ways to better support and sustain women in political
office.

affordable green energy, and ensuring innovation, responsibility and equity, to be considered
by the Standing Committee on Sustainable Development. The members of the Forum will be
invited to approve the appointment of a rapporteur nominated by the Board of the Forum of
Young Parliamentarians to provide a youth overview report on each of these subjects to the
respective Standing Committee.

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Note on the submission of candidatures
for the IPU Presidency

This note sets out information, including as contained in the Statutes and Rules of the IPU, on the nature
and process for the election of the President.

The President of the Inter-Parliamentary Union is the political head of the organization. The President
chairs the Governing Council and the Executive Committee, which in turn guide and monitor all aspects
of IPU work. The President chairs IPU statutory meetings and represents the organization at global
events.

The Council elects the IPU President for a term of three years at the second Assembly of the year.
According to the IPU Statutes and Rules, “the retiring President shall not be eligible for re-election for
three years and shall be replaced by a person belonging to another Parliament. An endeavour will be
made to ensure a regular rotation between the different geopolitical groups”.

The provisions relating to the President are contained in Article 19 of the IPU Statutes and Rules 6 to
11 of the Governing Council Rules. They are supplemented by practice as it has evolved over the years.
The IPU President must be a sitting member of parliament for the duration of his or her term in office.

The principle of regional rotation is generally observed. Over the past twenty years, the Presidency of the
IPU has been exercised by prominent MPs from Egypt (Arab Group, 1994-1997), Spain (Twelve Plus
Group, 1997-1999), India (Asia-Pacific Group, 1999-2002), Chile (Group of Latin America and the
Caribbean, 2002-2005), Italy (Twelve Plus Group, 2005-2008), Namibia (African Group, 2008-2011),
Morocco (Arab Group, 2011-2014), Bangladesh (Asia-Pacific Group, 2014-2017), Mexico (Group of
Latin America and the Caribbean, 2017-2020), and Portugal (Twelve Plus Group, 2020-2023)."

There are no formal requirements for candidates for the IPU President, other than the fact that he/she is
a sitting member of parliament (MP) expecting to remain an MP for the duration of the term of IPU
President (in this case, 2023—-2026). Historically, IPU Presidents have been outstanding political leaders,
well respected nationally and internationally, firmly committed to the core IPU values and principles — in
particular the promotion of democracy, human rights, dialogue for peace and the rule of law — and able to
invest significant time and energy in effectively carrying out the high office of IPU President.

As the IPU is playing an increasingly important role in political dialogue and understanding within and
among nations, the IPU President is expected to be a mediator and bridge-builder, exercising tact,
credibility and respect for the IPU membership in all its diversity. He/she is called upon to regularly
interact with Heads of State and Government, Speakers of parliament, the UN Secretary-General and
other high-level officials. He/she should ideally have a good command of at least one of the official
languages of the IPU: English or French. As a gender-sensitive organization, the IPU also attaches great
importance to gender equality and the political empowerment of women at all levels.

The election of the IPU President is announced formally in the convocation of the Council session at
which the election will take place. It shall be communicated at least four months before the opening of
the regular session of the Council (in this case, in mid-June 2023).

Candidates are expected to express their interest in running for the position of IPU President
through a formal letter addressed to the IPU Secretary General. The letter should underscore the
key skills and competencies of the candidate and their vision for promoting the strategic plan of the
IPU, and it should be accompanied by a brief CV. Candidatures may be submitted by the candidate
directly, by a Member Parliament or group of parliaments, or by one or more geopolitical groups.
There is no formal deadline for the submission of candidatures, although in practice it is important
that these are submitted in good time, so as to allow for translation and distribution.

It is usual practice for the IPU to post the official submissions of candidatures on its website and to
circulate the information to the full IPU membership. While campaigning, candidates are not
allowed to use the IPU logo and branding. Instead, they may wish to use the branding of their
respective Parliament or to create their own.

In practice, it is expected that the candidates for the post of President can count upon the financial
and material support of their respective Parliament in the exercise of the IPU Presidency.

The candidates will present themselves to the IPU membership on the occasion of the 147th IPU
Assembly, to be held in Luanda, Angola, from 23 to 27 October 2023. As per usual practice, they
will be invited for hearings by the Geopolitical Groups, the Forum of Women Parliamentarians and
the Forum of Young Parliamentarians of the IPU.

The election of the President shall take place at the last sitting of the Council. Voting shall be
conducted by secret ballot. Three delegates from each Member Parliament can cast a vote,
provided that both genders are represented among them; if not, only one delegate can vote. This
year, the vote will take place on 27 October.

The candidate who obtains an absolute majority of the votes cast shall be elected President. If no
candidate obtains this majority during the first round of voting, the candidate who has received the
least number of votes will be eliminated, and additional rounds will take place until one of the
candidates obtains an absolute majority.
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Focus areas for the Standing Committees in relation
to the IPU 2022-2026 Strategy
About this document
The IPU 2022-2026 Strategy was adopted by the Governing Council in November 2021. It sets out five

strategic objectives for the Organization and four policy areas in which the IPU will work during this
period.

The Standing Committees meet twice a year, at IPU Assemblies. Their principal activities are to organize
debates on issues within their mandate and to adopt resolutions that express the collective position of
the IPU and set out actions for follow-up by Member Parliaments.

In order to maximize their contribution to the implementation of the Strategy, the Standing Committees
have decided to focus their work between now and 2026 on a small number of “focus areas”. The focus
areas serve as guidance when setting the agenda and workplan for the Standing Committees.

This document outlines the focus areas, summarizes what this means for IPU Members and recalls the
process for setting the agenda of the Standing Committees.

The focus areas

A focus area is a broad topic that the Standing Committee intends to investigate through a series of
resolutions or debates. By defining focus areas, the Standing Committees aim to:

. Establish a coherent programme of work over an extended period of time.

. Develop policy expertise within the Standing Committees.

3 Build contacts with the relevant committees in national parliaments and with the wider community
of policy experts.

. Enhance the impact of the work of the Standing Committees in national parliaments.

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Election of Presidents and Vice-Presidents
of the IPU Standing Committees

In keeping with the substantive IPU reforms of 2013, the presidency of all the Standing Committees
changes every two years on the basis of regional rotation.

Elections for the positions of President and Vice-President of the Standing Committees will be held
during the 147th Assembly in October 2023. Newly-elected Presidents and Vice-Presidents will assume
their respective roles at the end of the 147th Assembly and will hold these positions for the period 2023-
2025.

During the 143rd IPU Assembly in November 2021, the Chairs of the geopolitical groups reached
agreement among themselves on the distribution of the presidencies and vice-presidencies of the
Standing Committees among the geopolitical groups.

When considering the distribution of positions, two key principles were taken into account:

e The positions of President and Vice-President should be shared equally between women and men.
e Over a period of six cycles until 2033, every geopolitical group should have the opportunity to chair
each of the Standing Committees once.

Taking these principles into account, as well as the distribution of the positions in recent cycles:

e Annex 1 contains the intended distribution of the positions of President and Vice-President for the
next cycle (elections in October 2023, for the period 2023-2025).

e Annex 2 outlines the decision taken at the 143rd Assembly for the rotation of the positions of
President and Vice-President for the current and next five cycles, until 2033.

For reference, the following annexes are also included:

e Annex 3: A summary of the distribution of the Standing Committee presidencies since the last major
reform of the Rules of the Standing Committees in 2013.

e Annex 4: An overview of leadership positions across all IPU bodies.

e Annex 5: A list of countries represented on the Executive Committee. Rule 9.3 of the Rules of the
Standing Committees stipulates that there shall be no candidates for the post of President or Vice-
President of a Standing Committee from a Member of the IPU represented on the Executive
Committee.

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The geopolitical groups are therefore invited to consult within their groups to identify the person
and country to be nominated for the leadership position. For reference, the President of a Standing
Committee needs to be a current member of that Committee's Bureau. Each Geopolitical Group
holds three seats on each Bureau.

A key point in considering the presidencies of the Standing Committees will be the profile of
the President. It is critical to the effectiveness of the Committee for the President to be a
parliamentarian with attested experience, a deep commitment to the issues falling within the
purview of the respective Committee, and the willingness to devote time and energy to the exercise
of this function. A working knowledge of one of the official languages of the IPU (English and
French) and a certain prominence at the national and international level would also be an important
asset. The support of his/her Parliament in the exercise of the function is crucial.

ANNEX'V
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Relevant provisions of the Rules of
the Standing Committees

Rule 7.1. Each Standing Committee shall elect a Bureau composed of three representatives of
each of the existing geopolitical groups, which shall designate to each Bureau not more than two
candidates of the same sex. The President of the Bureau of Women Parliamentarians and the
President of the Board of the Forum of Young Parliamentarians shall be ex officio members of each
Bureau. Every effort shall be made to include young parliamentarians and encourage candidatures
from new Members of the IPU as well as Members that do not hold other offices in the IPU.

Rule 7.2. Candidatures for a Bureau shall be submitted by the respective geopolitical group (cf.
Statutes, Art. 27.2) and should have expertise and specialization as far as possible in the area of work
of the given Standing Committee.

Rule 7.3 Elected members of the Bureau shall be supported by their respective Parliament in
carrying out their function as members of the Bureau. Every effort shall be made to ensure their
participation in IPU Assemblies for the duration of their mandate as members of the Bureau.

Rule 9.1 In order to ensure as far as possible a fair distribution of these posts among the Members
of the IPU, representatives of a Member shall not simultaneously hold more than one post as
President or Vice-President of Standing Committees (cf. Rule 7.5) or hold a post in the same body for
more than four consecutive years (cf. Rule 8.2).

Rule 9.2 Members of the Executive Committee shall not simultaneously hold office as Bureau
members of Standing Committees (cf. Statutes, Art. 25.9 and Standing Committees, Rule 11.2).

Rule 9.3 There shall be no candidates for the post of President or Vice-President of a Standing
Committee from a Member of the IPU represented on the Executive Committee.
