IPU High-Level Advisory Group on
Countering Terrorism and Violent Extremism
Terms of Reference

Endorsed by the IPU Governing Council at its 203" session
(Geneva, 18 October 2018)

Mandate

The IPU High-Level Advisory Group on Countering Terrorism and Violent Extremism (HLAG-CTVE)
shall serve, under the authority of the Executive Committee and the Governing Council, as the global
parliamentary focal point for counter-terrorism related parliamentary activities.

Building on the resolutions adopted by IPU Assemblies and Members’ wish to see enhanced
cooperation with the United Nations in this field, the IPU has devised a Member-driven plan of action
for parliaments to address terrorism.

Purpose

The role of the Group shall be to guide the Member-driven plan of action for parliaments to address
terrorism and prevent violent extremism, as well as to bridge the significant gaps in the implementation
of relevant IPU and UN resolutions.

The plan of action will also draw on relevant UN instruments such as the 2006 UN Global Counter-
Terrorism Strategy and the 2016 Global Counter-Terrorism Strategy Review, which includes
counterring the spread of violent extremism conducive to terrorism.

The Group shall focus on supporting parliamentary measures and legislative work necessary to
implement existing IPU and UN resolutions and strategies relating to terrorism and the prevention of
violent extremism.

The main expected outputs are: organization of regional and global inter-parliamentary conferences;
the establishment of a Global Parliamentary Network to foster cooperation among national
parliamentary security committees related to counter-terrorism; the organization of capacity-building
programmes for parliaments on counter-terrorism; the production of an annual parliamentary report on
implementation of relevant IPU and UN resolutions; the elaboration of best practices and guidelines
for parliamentarians; and the mapping and consolidation of existing IPU activities in the field of
prevention of violent extremism.

The work of the Group is expected to facilitate the coordination and implementation of the IPU’s
counter-terrorism efforts by supporting the parliamentary processes to translate international
commitments into national laws, and ensuring implementation at the national level.

An IPU support team will coordinate the proposed activities, with technical support from the UNODC.

Membership

The Group shall be composed of 21 members of national parliaments, nominated by their respective
geopolitical groups on the basis of expertise and on the formula used for the composition of the
Preparatory Committee of the Fifth World Conference of Speakers of Parliament (Executive
Committee geopolitical group quota plus one per group).* The composition of the Group shall be
gender balanced in accordance with the provisions of Art. 21(f) of the IPU Statutes. In addition, the
President of the Bureau of Women Parliamentarians and the President of Board of Young
Parliamentarians shall be ex officio members.

International organizations, in addition to UNODC, with relevant expertise will be associated to the
Group.

High-Level Advisory Group members shall serve for a single four-year term.

African Group: 5 members ; Arab Group: 2 members ; Asia-Pacific Group: 4 members ; Eurasia Group:
2 members; GRULAC: 3 members; and Twelve Plus Group : 5 members.

The mandates of members or their representatives who fail to participate in three consecutive
meetings of the High-Level Advisory Group shall be automatically terminated.

One international organization active in the area of counter-terrorism, the United Nations Office on
Drugs and Crime (UNODC) shall be part of the joint support team servicing the Group.

Chairperson

The Group shall elect its Chairperson for a period of one year. He/she shall be eligible for re-election
for one further one-year term.

The Advisory Group may also elect a Vice-Chairperson for one year following the same procedure as
for election of the Chairperson.

Sessions

The Group shall normally meet twice a year in regular session, on the occasion of IPU Assemblies. Its
sessions shall be held in camera. The Group shall set the dates for its sessions based on the
proposals made by the Secretary General. Additional meetings may be held if the Group so decides
outside IPU Assemblies.

Agenda

The provisional agenda of the Group shall be drawn up by the Group Chairperson in consultation with
the Secretary General.

Decisions

As a general rule, the Group's decisions shall be taken by consensus.. In other cases, the main
recommendations, as well as diverging opinions, shall be conveyed to the Council.

Missions

The Group may decide to carry out field visits, principally to examine the role played by a given
national parliament in addressing the issues that fall within the Group’s mandate. Such missions shall
be conducted in accordance with agreed rules and principles.

Reporting

The Group shall report twice a year in regular session on its work to the Governing Council, of which it
shall be a subsidiary body.

Terms of reference

IPU Working Group on Science and Technology

Mandate and purpose

The Working Group on Science and Technology (WGST) shall serve, under the authority
of the Executive Committee and the Governing Council, as the global parliamentary focal
point for issues related to science and technology.

The IPU WGST should inspire global parliamentary action through legislative work in the
field of science and technology. The Group should contribute to the implementation of the
science and technology component of the IPU Strategy by focusing on ethics and on
combating the inequalities and discrimination that hinder universal access to science and
technology.

More specifically, the Group should: advise IPU Members on the implementation of
relevant international commitments; participate in the development of information and
educational material for parliamentarians; carry out field visits to draw lessons from
national initiatives for the edification of the whole parliamentary community; and lend
more weight to parliamentary action by devising more effective strategies. The Group
would also be called upon to reflect on the civilizational change brought about by science
and technology, evaluate the impact of that change on human society and make
proposals to parliaments on how to anticipate and prepare for it. The Group will also
provide advice on matters that are on the agenda of relevant IPU Standing Committees.

Membership

The Group shall be composed of 21 members from national parliaments who are
designated by their respective geopolitical groups based on the following formula
(Executive Committee geopolitical group quota plus one per group). The composition
shall therefore be:

. 5 members from African Group

. 2 members from Arab Group

. 4 members from Asia-Pacific Group
. 2 members from Eurasia Group

. 3 members from GRULAC

. 5 members from Twelve Plus Group

The members must be appointed based on their proven expertise and experience in the
science and technology sector. There must be parity between men and women. In
addition, the President of the Bureau of Women Parliamentarians and the President of
the Board of the Forum of Young Parliamentarians or their representatives shall be ex
officio members.



Members of the Group, apart from ex officio members, shall serve for a single four-year term.

Members or their representatives who fail to attend three consecutive meetings will be
automatically stripped of their mandates.

If a member of the Group dies, resigns or ceases to be a parliamentarian, the IPU Member
concerned shall appoint a substitute to serve until the next session of the Governing Council, when
an election shall be held.

International organizations, including CERN, as well as research bodies with expertise in
evaluating scientific and technological progress may be associated to the Group.

Chairperson

The Group will be led by a chair elected from among its members, assisted by one vice-chair also
elected by the Group. The term of office of the chair and vice-chair is one year, renewable.

Working arrangements

The Group shall normally meet twice a year in regular session, on the occasion of IPU Assemblies.
Its sessions shall be held in camera. The Group shall set the dates for its sessions based on the
proposals made by the Secretary General.

The Group may organize meetings or study visits outside of IPU Assemblies.

The Group determines its agenda and organizes its work as proposed by its chair, in agreement
with the IPU Secretary General.

The Group may publish reports for circulation to all the Members of the IPU.

Decisions

The Group shall usually take decisions by consensus. Where no consensus is reached, its main
recommendations and the divergent opinions will be presented to the Governing Council.

Reporting

The Group shall report twice a year in regular session on its work to the Governing Council, of
which it shall be a subsidiary body.

Election of Presidents and Vice-Presidents
of the IPU Standing Committees

Elections for the positions of President and Vice-President of Standing Committees are scheduled to
take place in October 2023, in the context of the 147t IPU Assembly in Luanda. Newly-elected
Presidents and Vice-Presidents will assume their respective roles at the end of the 147" Assembly (as of
28 October) and will hold these positions for a two-year period, from October 2023 to October 2025.

Elections of the President and Vice-President of Standing Committees are framed by Rule 7.5 of the
Rules of the Standing Committees:

Rule 7

5. The Standing Committees shall elect a President and a Vice-President from among the
members of their Bureau. The posts of President and Vice-President shall normally be filled
at a single election. The geopolitical groups shall coordinate among themselves so as to
ensure, to the extent possible, an equitable distribution of the posts of President and
Vice-President of Standing Committees.

During the 143 IPU Assembly (Madrid, November 2021), the IPU governing bodies endorsed a

forward-looking proposal for the rotation of the positions of President and Vice-President for the next

six cycles, until 2033 (see Annex). This decision was based on the distribution of the positions in recent

cycles as well as on two key criteria:

e The positions of President and Vice-President should be shared equally between women and men.

e Over a given period, every Geopolitical Group should have the opportunity to chair each of the
Standing Committees.

For the 2023-2025 period, the agreed distribution of leadership positions will be as follows:

Based on this agreed proposal, the Geopolitical Groups are invited consult within their groups to identify
the persons to be nominated for these leadership positions. For reference, the President and Vice-
President of a Standing Committee needs to be a current or in-coming member of that Committee's
Bureau. Elections to fill vacant positions within the Standing Committees bureaux will take place before
the elections for the leadership positions. Each Geopolitical Group holds three seats on the Bureau.

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A key point in considering the presidencies of the Standing Committees will be the profile of
the President. It is critical to the effectiveness of the Committee for the President to be a
parliamentarian with attested experience, a deep commitment to the issues falling within the
purview of the respective Committee, and the willingness to devote time and energy to the exercise
of this function. A working knowledge of one of the official languages of the IPU (English and
French) and a certain prominence at the national and international level would also be an important
asset. The support of his/her Parliament in the exercise of the function is crucial.

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Relevant provisions of the Rules of
the Standing Committees

Rule 7.1. Each Standing Committee shall elect a Bureau composed of three
representatives of each of the existing geopolitical groups, which shall designate to each Bureau
not more than two candidates of the same sex. The President of the Bureau of Women
Parliamentarians and the President of the Board of the Forum of Young Parliamentarians shall be
ex officio members of each Bureau. Every effort shall be made to include young parliamentarians
and encourage candidatures from new Members of the IPU as well as Members that do not hold
other offices in the IPU.

Rule 7.2. Candidatures for a Bureau shall be submitted by the respective geopolitical group
(cf. Statutes, Art. 27.2) and should have expertise and specialization as far as possible in the area
of work of the given Standing Committee.

Rule 7.3 Elected members of the Bureau shall be supported by their respective Parliament
in carrying out their function as members of the Bureau. Every effort shall be made to ensure their
participation in IPU Assemblies for the duration of their mandate as members of the Bureau.

Rule 9.1 In order to ensure as far as possible a fair distribution of these posts among the
Members of the IPU, representatives of a Member shall not simultaneously hold more than one
post as President or Vice-President of Standing Committees (cf. Rule 7.5) or hold a post in the
same body for more than four consecutive years (cf. Rule 8.2).

Rule 9.2 Members of the Executive Committee shall not simultaneously hold office as
Bureau members of Standing Committees (cf. Statutes, Art. 25.9 and Standing Committees, Rule
11.2).

Rule 9.3 There shall be no candidates for the post of President or Vice-President of a
Standing Committee from a Member of the IPU represented on the Executive Committee.
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
