The Parliamentary Meeting at the 67th session of the Commission on the Status of Women (CSW67) will
be held in New York on 7 March 2023. It is hosted by the Inter-Parliamentary Union and the United
Nations Entity for Gender Equality and the Empowerment of Women (UN Women). The Meeting will
contribute to the CSW67 main theme, Innovation and technological change, and education in the digital
age for achieving gender equality and the empowerment of all women and girls.
