In
addition to the environmental implications from the rise of temperatures, there are human
ones as well. Increasing needs for adaptation, in particular in developing countries, is also
confirmed by the latest reports of the Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change

(IPCC) reports.

How does the impact of climate change affect human rights, stability and
development, especially regarding the most vulnerable? What legal approaches have
been taken to encourage climate justice for future generations?

All countries require the means to fund and develop climate mitigation and adaptation
measures; however this need is more acute in the developing world. At COP26 in
Glasgow (2021), countries reaffirmed their commitment to provide US$ 100 billion




annually from developed to developing countries and to work together to ensure that
global climate targets are met while fostering sustainable development. Also at Glasgow,
several reports highlighted the financial needs of developing countries.

What role can parliaments play in facilitating development cooperation, both for climate
mitigation and climate adaptation, between developed and developing countries? How can
parliament promote such efforts when adopting state budgets? How can
inter-parliamentary cooperation be leveraged to facilitate such cooperation?
