The Common Principles were formally adopted by the 131st IPU Assembly in October 2014 and have
since received the endorsement of 146 national parliaments and 30 partner organizations. The
Principles are intended to provide a summary of what is most important and aspirational in
parliamentary development and to be a common language that all actors involved can share.

As we approach the ten-year anniversary of the Common Principles in 2024, the roundtable will take
stock of the Principles’ success, reflect on challenges, and look forward to how parliaments can adapt
their approaches to self-development in the future so that they can keep up with the high pace of
societal and technological change.

Objective

Through interactive discussions, the Fourth Expert Roundtable on the Common Principles aims to
take stock of how parliaments and support partners have been applying the Common Principles since
their inception.

The Roundtable will review achievements, successes, and challenges in promoting and applying the
Common Principles over the last eight years, and highlight lessons learned. It will also help shape the
next chapter of the Common Principles in view of its ten-year anniversary in 2024, with a view to
strengthening parliamentary self-development in a context of rapid change. The following guiding
questions will be examined:

e In the last eight years, what have been the key achievements, impacts and challenges in applying
the Common Principles by parliaments and partners?

This first session will look back on the last eight years to consider successes and areas of
difficulty for parliaments to apply the Common Principles.

e Looking to the future and the rapidly evolving environments we all work in, what new priority
needs for parliamentary development will emerge? What opportunities or threats should be
considered?

The second session will look ahead to exchange ideas on what future activities and products can
be prioritized in the second decade of the Common Principles. In assessing the fast-changing
parliamentary ecosystem, it will consider short-, medium-, and long-term actions that parliaments
can carry out to manage institutional evolution in a changing environment. For example, in
planning and implementing actions to better enable parliaments to iterate and nimbly respond to
external developments in a manner that promotes and sustains innovation and resilience.

Participants will be representatives of parliaments and partner organizations
who have responsibility for institutional parliamentary development.

The Roundtable format will be anchored to interactive discussions. Participants
are therefore invited to come prepared to engage and share experiences from

their respective parliaments or projects.
