Statement
Issued by H.E. Mr. Brahim Boughali, President of the Arab Inter-Parliamentary Union,
Speaker of the National People's Assembly of the People's Democratic Republic of Algeria,
on behalf of the Arab Inter-Parliamentary Union,
Condemning the Continued Closure of Al-Aqsa Mosque/Al-Haram Al-Sharif to
Worshippers During the Month of Ramadan

The Arab Inter-Parliamentary Union is following, with deep concern and strong
condemnation, the continued actions of the occupation authorities in closing the gates of Al-Agsa
Mosque / Al-Haram Al-Sharif to Muslim worshippers, particularly during the holy month of
Ramadan. This represents a blatant violation of the sanctity of this blessed month, the religious and
historical significance of Al-Aqsa Mosque - the first Qibla and the third holiest sanctuary in Islam
- and the feelings of hundreds of millions of Muslims around the world.

The Union affirms that these practices constitute a serious infringement on the historical and
legal status quo in Jerusalem and at Al-Agsa Mosque. They also represent a flagrant breach of
international law and relevant international legitimacy resolutions, foremost among them those
affirming the invalidity of all measures aimed at altering the Arab Islamic and Christian identity of
Jerusalem, or undermining freedom of worship and the protection of places of worship in the
occupied Palestinian territories.

The Arab Inter-Parliamentary Union reiterates its firm commitment to the inalienable
rights of the Palestinian people, foremost among them their non-negotiable right to establish their
independent and sovereign state along the borders of 4 June 1967 with East Jerusalem as its capital.
It further stresses that Al-Agsa Mosque, in its entirety, is an exclusive right of Muslims, and that
the administration of its religious and endowment affairs is solely entrusted to the Jerusalem Islamic
Wagf, affiliated with the Jordanian Ministry of Awqaf, in accordance with the existing historical
and legal status quo and relevant international agreements.

Based on its national and parliamentary responsibilities, the Arab Inter-Parliamentary Union:

1. Strongly condemns the continued closure of the gates of Al-Agsa Mosque by the occupation
authorities and the prevention of worshippers from performing their religious rites, considering
this an aggressive act and a dangerous provocation that violates freedom of worship and
threatens to push the region toward further tension and instability.

2. Rejects all unilateral measures taken by the occupation authorities in Jerusalem and its Islamic
and Christian holy sites, considers them null and void, without any legal effect, and calls for
their immediate reversal and for an end to all violations against Al-Aqsa Mosque and all other
holy sites.

3. Calls upon the international community, the UN Security Council, the UN General Assembly,
the Organization of Islamic Cooperation, and regional and international parliamentary bodies
to assume their legal and moral responsibilities and to exert serious pressure on the occupation
authorities to halt this dangerous assault on the sanctity of Al-Agsa Mosque, ensure its
reopening to Muslim worshippers, and provide international protection for the Palestinian
people and their holy sites.
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4. Commends the steadfastness of the Palestinian people in Jerusalem and throughout the
occupied Palestinian territories, salutes the male and female guardians (Murabitun and
Murabitat) around Al-Agsa Mosque in defense of its Arab and Islamic identity, and calls upon
Arab parliaments and all active forces in the Arab world to intensify political, media, and legal
efforts to support Jerusalem and its people and expose the violations of the occupation.

5. Stresses that the continued violation of the sanctity of Al-Agsa Mosque during the holy month
of Ramadan constitutes a provocation to the feelings of Muslims everywhere and may plunge
the region into a conflict of a religious nature, holding the occupation authorities fully
responsible for any serious consequences that may arise from these policies.

In conclusion, the Arab Inter-Parliamentary Union reaffirms that the issue of Jerusalem
and Al-Aqsa Mosque will remain at the forefront of its priorities. It will continue coordinating Arab
and international parliamentary efforts to defend the holy city and its sacred sites until the
Palestinian people achieve their freedom and independence and the Jjustice guaranteed by divine
laws and international law is realized. '
